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never changed my views regarding the empite of China. If the aborigines
who speak the Clinese langnage ore more willing to receive the truth, we
should by all means put forth every effort to teach thum the only way of
salvation. In this way a good foundation can be Jaid for future labour ; at
the same time we should never lose sight of the great work which is await-
ing the Christian world, viz. : the evangelization of China, of 'whu,h
this is an exceedingly important jart. Itis true, the gospel will give the
uborigines o position which without they could not maintain ; atill they
are the receding, and the Chinese the advancing race. The policy of ‘the
latter respecting Formosa, is all absoibing. Hundreds come yearly from
the main land ; how important to meet idolators with the offer of salvation,
and Christians with the right hand of fellowship,

Noitlern Formosa is closely connected with the main land, and any
influence brought to bear on the one, will Le more or less felt in the other.
Two instances which show this have already passed under my notice. A
young man came to Tamsui from Chin-chew, and is bearing testimony to
the truth. He tells the people how, around his home, men and women
have turned “from iduls to serve the living and tyue God.” The other is
the young man who felt unworthy to commemorate the dying love of Jesus
last February in this place. He crossed the chgnnel to see his parests, and
while there his father died, and through his influence many idolatrous cer-
emonies were omitted at the funeral.  Scfore leaving, he induced his mother
to travel to the city to hear the gospel, and she returned greatly delighted.
He came back micurning his father’s duath, still rejoicing in the hope of
eternal life beyond this world of trials. With tems in bis eyes, he asked
me if his father was lost. 1 teld him there is no ke pe for those who die out
of Jesus. e replied, “1 wish I bad had knowicdge of the way of life
sooner.” What of the millions who will meet us at the coming of our
Lord, and remind us of our neglizence { There are many here who pray
daily for the Lord to send forth more laborers, Brethren in Canada and
other Christian lands cannot hear their voices; nevertheless the ery is,
“Come over aml help us.”  Help us sproad the name of Jesus far and wide ,
help us plant the Church of Jesus in tsnis heathen isle ; help usto cave souls
frons the blackness of darkness forever. AT Ly
