Tlîese
Helps are intencicc to suggcst subjects of inter-
cession, and to aid Commiunicants in the use of
this most valuable privilege-a privilege in which
Christ caîls upon us to join Hlmn-a privilege,
whcercby wc participate iii thie very work of Christ
upon Hiis mnediatorial throne, for " He ever livcth
to mnale intercession for those w~ho corne unto,
God by im"By virtue of thiis participation it
is a work full of po%'cr. If flic powecr of inter-
cession w'ere more fülly rcalized it Nvould îîot be
so littie attencld to. How~ could wc wveary in
intercession, if we' hiad faith ? Howv could, w~e
cver féel that too, much tilne ivas given to it, if
we r-cmemibered that it is thie one work in wvhich
Christ is uticca-singly occupied ?

I-ow wast a chiange wvould bc wroughit in the
Christian world, if tlicrc were a more earncst
practice of intercession 1 Thierc is nothing w'hich
we caîl do to w'orlz so great a change iii others,
as is produccd by intcrcessory prayer. If but
two or tlirc cearncst Communicants in eachi
Pairish wcerc to join in intcîccessory prayer, there
would soon bc a revival, of spiritual life thiroughl-
out the %v1îolc Clitirchi! The powver of God in
answcr to prayer is withiout limit

If timie wvcrc takeni from social engage ments;
to spcnd in praycr for thie Chiurch and Parish,
w:hat an abundant blessing w'%ould be showercd
d own on both,) for w~c knowv tliat such prayer is
"4according to, His Will" Great also shal] be
the personal blessedniess of those wlvho thus scck
to " strengthien thieir brcthren."
