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BISHOPS COLLEGE SCHOOL, LENNOX-
VILLE.

The Rector in his report to the Corporation,
April, 1887, says:—

Of the 68 boys present in the School when
my last report was made at the beginning of
the Trinity Term of 1886, two left during the
term, leaving 66 at the end of the torm. In
September, 1886, the school respmod with 66
boys ; the numbor of boys leaving (23) were
replaced by 23 new boys. The average age of
the new boys was somowhat lower than in the
previous year. The mnumber of boys has con-
{inued the same throughout the Tient Terru.
We bave now 63, of wom 10 aroe non-resident.
Tho goneral health of tho boys has been very
good. The institntion has been fortunate in
obtaining the services of a man who has acted
2s aitendant in many ecases of sickness and
delicacy. Though up to tho present date, [am
thankful to say, his services have not been re-

uired in the infirmary, yet in a general way
ho has becn most useful in attending to the
many petty ailments that are contingont in
boy life. The engaging of this attendant was,
in fact, ecarrying out a suggestion made by a
medical mnan who attended cases here last year

1 notice & marked improvement in tho School
as regards conduct, and also as regards work,

In tho Universities’ Examination for A, A,
in Juno, 1886, tho throe capdidates who went
up, passed. In the entrance cxamination for
the Royal Military College at Kingston, two
candidates went up authorised by the Roctor.
Ono of these was first in tho examination, the
other sixth, There were 36 candidates. The
general work of the School has been tested
from time to time by inspecctions and examin
ations, and gonerally it has been found to be
gatisfactory. Four boys have entered the Col-
lego by matriculation since my lust report.
Others aro preparing to do so,

As regards the Tonching Staff, we have lost
the valuable services of Mv. Clinton, who has
been promoted to ihe headmastership of a
school in British Columbia. My, IL. J, Petry,
M.A., one of our old boys and a gradunate in
honours of Bishops College, has succeeded to
the important post of Senior Resident Master.
ilis services have been rendered with much on-
thusiaskm  and success. 1 have been able to
entrust to him, with oxcellent results, much of
the dotail of administrution of discipline. 1
have been fortunate in cblaining the sorvices of
Mr. Philip Ritchio, B.A., (of McGill College,
Montreal), ax Junior Resident Mastor und
Teacher of German. The usual schooi curri-
culum has been increased by Drawing and
Singing; Chemistry and Physics bhave been
studied to a greater extent than before, under
the successful tuition of Mr. Hudspeth, M.A.
Boolc-keeping and Shorthand have also received
close altention. One of the rooms in the
School has been used as a laboratory.

We still feel the nced of a large hall, also of
4 large recreation room for cold weather. The
Bishop Williams wing hus not been as yet com-
menced ; a "sum of $3,000 has been paid and
another 81,000 promised. The work is a work
of great desirableness; it may fairly be said
1t is a work of nocessity, The domestic cquip-
ment of the school is admirablo; tho cluss
rooms are good, but a central hall and a large
recreation room, with a laboratory and a worlk-

shop, are regaided as pecessitics in schools of

the rank of our own.
‘ I commend the needs of the School to the
Corporation, und to all the friends of liberal

c:\_ucation that is ulso essentially 1 eligious educ-
ation,

DIOCESE OF HURON.

Deanery or Perra.—The half-yearly meet.
ing of the Ruri-Decanal Chapter of Perth, was
held in Trinity Church, Mitchell, on YWelnesday
aftornoon, 25th inst. Wo regret to say that
the attendance was not large. Kuwal Dean
Patterson was unavoidably absent swing to
sickness in his family, and on motion the chair
was taken by Rov. Mr. Wright, of St. Mary's.
Several important matters were discussed. Tho
Rov. Mr. Korr as a stranger in thc Diccose,
said that he spuko with censiderablo <"lidenco,
but it appeared to him that sometiiig wa
wanted to mrake the Rural Deancry an effectivo
arm for the missionary and othor wo -k of the
Church: in one department for ex. mple he
felt that an immediate improvemeni was ne-
cessary, namely: in bringing the p.ople into
closor contact with diocesan missionary work ;
tho annual missionary meetings v-ere 28 a rule
very badly attended and many of thoso who
wero asked to contribute did not kaew really
what it was for and some radical <hange was
necessary ; whon other churchoes found that a
cortain plan did’'nt work they changed if,
whereas =~hen they of the English Church
found that a plan did’nt work they stuck to it;
be kad no faith in this mothodof carrying on
the important work of the Church. Finally it
was determined to forward the following re-
commendations to the TKxecantive Com-
mitteo: First—that all missionary mectings be
held in the month of October; Secondly—that
a deputation be appointed and exchanged with
a deputation from some other Rural Deanery,
and Thirdly—that all tho collections bho mado
by envelopes.

A discussion also took place as to ilxe prosent,
method of appointing the Kxeccutive, and the
unavimous feeling of the Dounery wis against
tho present mecthod as unfair. For example,
London with u chureh population of a little
over six thousand has cight ropresontatives,
while Huron County with double the populat-
ion, has only onc-cighth of the representation.

1t was unanimously resolved that the next
meeting of the Rural Deanery should be held
in Listowell,

The usual service in connection with the
Rural Deanery was held in Trinity Church at
8 o'clock p.m., the Rev. Mr. Wright, of St
Mary’s, being the appointed preacher. Hedeliv-
cred an earnest and practical sermon ou tho
duties of practical Christianity, from tho text
St. Matthew xili, 3-18.
