t:loomier, and more warlike, are the tidings which
every frech arrival from Tourope imparts; even the
most sanguine have now apparently abandoned all
Iopes of an amicable solulion of the Russo-Turkish
«uestion.  Tn addition to the anticipated horrors of
war, we have to mourn over the actual sufferings {rom
famine in many parts of Europe. Wheat bas risen
1o a famine price, and the first necessaries of life are
placed beyond the reach of the poorer classes of so-
ciely ; great misery, and serious ovtbreaks may be
anticipated. Deprived of their daily bread, and
doomed to the slow agonics of famine, the starving
masses are ripe for revolt and insurrection ; for any-
their protracted tortures—uwhether it be death by the
sword, or the pillage of the stores of the rich. In
¥ngland, bread riots have already commenced, and
ilmﬁgh they bare been, for the moment, suppressed,
it isto be feared that they will soon become general,
and assume more formidable proportions. A hungry
helly has a logic of ils own, which ignores the finest
theories of the political economist, and sternly re-
fuses to be put off with a learned dissertation on the
Iaws which regulate supply and demand ; nor will it
he an casy task to persuace the poor to sit down, and
starve quietly, whilst capitalists and speculators are
growing fat upon their wretchedness, and coining dol-
Jars out of their groans and dying agonies. We
should not therefore be surprised to hear—if unforfu-
nately the present high prices of food should be
sinaintained—1that serious outbreaks, similar to those
which charneterised the first French revolution,had oc-
curred against the persons and properties of the rich,
da all parts of Farope.

Trom the seat of war, we have acconnts of [nr-
ther T'urkish suceesses.  On the 6th Jan., the Turks
stormed the Russian camp, and routed, with consi-
derable loss, a corps of 18,000 men. In Asia, the
Russians have obtained some partial successes. The
allied flect bad not, up to tha latest date, entered the
Black Sea; the Czar persists in his declaration, that
such an entrance will be aceepted as a declaration of
war. .

Mgr. Bedini arrived at Boston on Tuesday, and
was enlertained by Bishop Fitzpatrick. Some bos-
tile demonstrations were made by a body of German
Protestants, but no actual violence was resorted to.

THE GAVAZZI TRIALS AT QUEBEC.

After seven months of anxious expectation, and
carefol preparation on the part of the Protestant Vigi-
lance Committee, during which every artifice wasre-
sorted to in order to procure the condemnation of
the prisoners, these trials terminated on Friday last,
in the acquittal of all the acensed, who were not even
put upon their defence, there being, in the opinion of
the presiding Judges, no evidence whatever against
them, and no case having been made out to Jay be-
jore a Jury. ‘I'he Tudges therefore instructed the
Jury to acquit the prisoners, which they did inme-
diately without so much asleaving the Jury-box.

" "The conspiracy of the Protestant Vigilance Commit-
tee, against the persons, property, and liberty of the
accused Trish Papists, has thus been thoroughly ex-
posed, and triumphantly defeated.

Let us recall the cflorts that have been made at
Quebee to bring about a different result. The pri-
souers, many of them poor men, saw arrayed against
them the wealth and influence of the Protestant party
at Quebee.  Partisan magistrates had been found to
commit them, without a title of evidence ; partisan
Sherifls did their best to secure their condemnation
by means of packed Juries; and as i this were not
enough, had resource to bribes to the prisoners’ coun-
sel, in order to persuade them to desert the eause of
their unfortunate and persecuted clients. A malig-
nant and mendacious press labored incessantly to mis-
represent facts, and to prejudice the minds of the
public against the accused ; the services of the So-
licitor General were enlisted on e same side ; large
sumns of money were collected in order to make as-
surance doubly sure, and to deprive the accused of all
vhanee of escape. Never was a conspiracy more
carefully hatched 5 never were conspirators mare reck-
less or unscrupulous in the means employed ; and ne-
~or, may we add, has so vile a conspiracy been more
eifectually defeated, or its concoctors morc thoroughly
axposed.

Agninst the wealth and influence of their persecu-
tocs and slanderers—against the dishonest practices
of the Oflicers of the Court of Queen’s Bench—
against bribing and jury-packing Sherifls, dishonest
magistrates, 2 mendacious press, and partisan wit-
nesses-—what had the accused to oppose? Nothing
‘but their innocence. Strong in the justice of their
cause, they calmly awaited the result; and that re-
sult has not belied their expeclations.  After a trial

of four days—after hearing upwards of forty witnesses

for the persecution, and not one for the defence—ilie
Court dismissed the case and absolved all the pri-
somers 3 so utterly groundless, so evidently false and
malicious, were all the charges against them.

In one respect, it was unfortunate for the Irish
Catlolics of Quebec that the cause of their oppo-

nents was so ludicrously weak, and that the’ prisoners
were not called upon for their defence 5 for, in that-
defence, sowme important facts, connected with the
Gavazzi riots, but whichhave been hitherto carefully
suppressed, or imputently distorted, would have been
brought to light, and displayed in their true propor-
tions. Tt would have been proved, for instance, that
the contradiction given to Gavazzi by one of the ac-
cused was provolied—we may say challenged—by
the lecturer. Iaving assailed the chastity of tue
“Nuns,—having denounced the Sisters of Charity as
« devils and prostitutes”—zide Sheriff Sewell’s evi-
dence—and having accused the Irish Catholic elergy
of being ‘ murderers—souls of Satan, and of the
devil himself—and the promoters of Ribbonism in
Treland”—Gavazzi defied any one to contradict him.
iie bad often made thesame statements in England
and Scotland, he said, and no one had dared to im-
peach his veracity to his face ; though, when his back
was turned, he had been abused asa liar, and the
truth of his assertions had been called in queslion. So
would it be at Quebec, be added; whilst present,
no one would dare to deny the truth of what he said ;
but after Lis departure, Papisis would then be found
to contradict him. Stung by these taunts, and ac-
cepting them as a challenge, 2 Catholic in the audience
jumped up, and gave Gavazzi the contradiction which
he defied—certainly a very natural, a very excusable,
if not a very prudent, proceeding. Ere Urotestants

would not, under similar circumstances, have done as
much ? 1T any ol our Protestant fellow-citizens were
preseat at a lecture, at which their clergymen were
assailed with the most opprobrious epithets, and their

“she devils,’ amidst the reiterated and prolenged
plaudits of the audience—if the leclurer were then
to turn round, and dare any body to impugn the truth
of lis assertions—swould there not be found amongst
Protestants some one with manhood enough about
him to start up, and thrust the fout lie down the slan-
derer’s throat? Aye! would there; and who would
have the right to blame him for so doing?  And yet
this was the only crime that, after four days® hard
swearing, could be established against the accused at
the late trials; the very head and front of their
offending had this extent, no more—that one of them
gave Gavazzi the lie,

Another fact, which the examination of witnesses
for the defence would have clearly established, is,
that the Protestants inside the Church, were the first
aggressors, the first who appealed to physical force.
When Hearn gave the lie to Gavazzi, be was imme-
diately attacked, and cruelly beaten; to the truth of
this fact, we have the evidence of Andrew M-Cort,
Sub-Constable of Police, and one of the witnesses

for the prosecution. 'I’his witness deposed—* "Fhat,
at the commencement of the row, hLe saw twvo men
beating Hearn,” —swho was unarmed—¢¢ with sticks ;»
other witnesses also deposed to the injuries IXearn had
received.  Why were not these assaults complained
of in June last, and the assailants committed ? it may
be asked. They were complained of; witnesses
came forward to testifly to them—we reply ; but the
magistrate, a staunch Protestant, refliised to receive
their depositions, as his object was to make out, by
fair means, or by foul, a case against Trish Papists,
and not to criminate his own party.  T'he fight, in the
course of which a few dollars’ worth of injuries were
inflicted upon the church, was commenced by tle
Protestants themselves, and the rush of the crowd
outside, was made with the view of rescuing the few
Catholies, who were known to be within the building,
from the hands of their dastardly assailants. If the
Protestants got a drubbing in the row, which they
thus proveked, however much we may regret it, we
we cannot deny that.it served them right.

A Mr. Symes indeed, who, in this Gavazzi drama,
has played many parts—appearing, first as an aclive
partisan of Giavazzi, at the lecture ; then as Magis-
trate, raking together calumnics agninst Papists, and
relusing to take down the depositions of Papists
against their Protestant assailants—and, last scene
of all, that ends this strange eventful history, as wit-
ness for (he conspiracy against the prisoners—this
Mr. Symes indeed, did swear most positively, and
conclusively, against the prisoners ; bul, fortunately for
the ends of justice, the Court did not believe his
oaths, and reprimanded him for bLis improper testi-
mony. Symes, and Symes only, swore to an inten-
tion, a premeditated plot, on the part of the prison-
era to demolish the church.  With an eye, keen as
that of Titus Oales, and with an assurance which
would have done eredit toa Protestant witness in the
days of the Popish Plot mania, this Symes swore
that he saw Bowen, one of the prisoners :—

“ Ruonning abont, axn coNckRTING A ProT.”?
This saine lynx-eyed Symes detected a Prot like-
wise, in the twinkle of Charlton’s eyes; and the nod
of Bowen’s head, in which hie read unutterable thines,
And this was the stulf thot, for day after. day, the
Court had to accept as proofs of a felonious intent
on the part of the prisoners! Thank God! what-
ever cause we may have to complain of the conduct
of the Sheriff, or his subordinates, the liberties of the
subject are safe under the protection of our Judges;
they understood the motives, and fully appreciated
the valve, of Mr. Symes’ testimony—the only wit-
ness who had the unblushing effrontery, and such
utter disregard for the sanctity of an oath, us to swear
to the existence of a felonicus intention to demolish
the church,~—or a Pror amongst the.prisoners. And
all that Symes could testify about this horrid Plot
was that he saw, one of the prisoners * concerting
i, and another winking it, out of the corner of his
eyes. Oh sapient Symes! Titus Oates was a mir-
ror of pradence and integrity compared with you;
and yet this Symes is a Justice of the Peace ; whilst
poor Titus was pilloried, and whipt at the cart’s tail.
Alas! how capriciously are the goad things of this

After the acquittal of the prisoners, we read that !\with some of whom she is @ sorl of pel,

a procession was Tormed ; and that, marching through
the streets, they gave three cheers-opposite the
houses of tlie- different counsel for the prisoners;
after which they burnt Gavazzi in effigy, and then
dispersed quietly and peaceably. We trust that this
may be the last manifestation of party spirit arising
out of the unfortunate affuirs of June last.. The
Irish Catholics of Quebec have come out of the or-
deal triumphantly ; their vindication is complete, their
pesition is a proud one, and nothing can be wore con-
temptible, or ptiable, than the position of their ad-
versaries.  Our friends can therefore well afford to
be generous, and to abstain from any obtrusive dis-
plays, which can do no good, but must rather tend
to keep alive those angry passion, and unpleasant re-
collections, which the interests of society, no less
than the dietates of religion, require. us to bury in
oblivion. It would be well to forget the past, for in
that past ther is much that, as Catholies, we should
regret, as well as forgive 5 there never yet was a row
in_ which the blame was all on one side, and those
springing out of Gavazzi’s visit to Canada, offer no
exceplion to the general rule. Catliolics were in
fault, because Catholics should notattend the lectures
of these itinerant mountebanks ; from the Leaheys,
the Achillis, the Gavazzis, ot id genus omne,
they should carefully abstain, as by [requenting
their society, and listening to their diatribes against
the fuith, they can gain nothing, und are very
apl to lose their temper. A morbid curiosity to see
a man whose vices, whose infamous life and scandal-
ous conversation, muy have earned for him an unen-
viable notoriety, as in the case of Gavazzi,is no ex-
cuse for vinlating the precepts of the Church, which
bid us keeep away {rom all heretical and iinpious as-

semblages, Catholies should bear in mind that, if they

themselves do not give importance to the libellers
of their Church, no bady clse can—that il they will
only treat these scoundrels with perfect indilference,
thetr calumnies mmst fall barmuess to the ground;
and that if Cathoelics will but refrain from all notice
of these contemptible miscreants, their carcer will
soon be at an end. The Dbest way to silence au
Achilli, ora Gavazzi, is Lo take no notice of him;
and thus shall we be saved a repetition of the melan-
choly oceurrences of swhich we have, we sineerely
trust, this day heard the last.

We lLave often been sorely puzzled to find ayt
what ¢ the Protestant World does hold sncred
but the editor of the Otlawa Railway and Com-
merctid Cilizen bas thrown much light on this very
obscure subject. # EvERYTHING that the Protestunt
worid holds sacred”—was denounced by the v,
Mr. Kerrigan in his lecture : consequently the Pro-
testant world hold® nothin g sacred which the lecturer
did not denounce, or agninst whicl his diatribes were
not divected; and, on the other hand, those thines
against which his diatribes were directed, the Protesi-
ant world does hold sacred,  We have here a elue to
the Protestant Faith ; for we have only. by examisa-
tion of the lecture, to see what Mr. Kerrigan did,
and did not denounce—the former being what the
Protestant warld does, the second what it does not,
hold sacred,

Now, thronghout his lecture, Mr, Kerrigan breath-
ed not one syllable against any one doctrine of Cliis-
tianity. No diatribe was by bhim directed awaipst
the Office or the Person, the Mission,or the Divinity of
Christ. But, as the lecturer’s diatribes were, ac-
cording to our Ottawa cotemporary, directed against
“ everything the Protestant worll holds saered.”
it is elear that these fundamental doctrines of Chris-
tianity, cannot be classed amongst the ¢ things (it
the Protestant world holds sacred.”

Neither did the lecturer utter a word repagnant to
the principles of true morality: not oue diatiibe
did he divect against purity, temperance, chastity,
honesty, or brotherly Tove. Tt is clear therefore,
that—as his diatribes were directed against “ EvERy-
THING that the Protestant word holds sacred,” —pur-
ity, temperance, chastily, honesty, and brotherly love,
are not very highly esteeined by the ¢ Protestant
world,” '

On the other hand, the lecturer was severely in-
dignant and uameasured in bis denunciation of infi-
delity and blasphemy,—druukenness, prostitution, and
infanticide 5 and in proof of the prevalence of these
vices in all the Trotestant countries of Jurope, he
cited the testimony of Protestant writers, of Protesi-
ant Reviewers and Journalists, and official documents
contained in the Parliamentary Reports. If ther-
fore, the Qutawa Railroad and Commercinl T'imes
may be relied upon, infilelity, blaspliemy of God's
most Hely Name, drunkenness, prostitution and infanti-
cide, must; be classed amony those things which #the
Protestant world holds sacred.”

We know not il our cotemporary will be please
with this definition of the DProtestant faith; bat e
must remember that it is bis, and not our’s ; that it is
the logical conseruence of the premises with which
he himself has supplied us,in the statement that the
diatribes of the lecturer were directed against
