The deceased was a staff-gergeant of the 8th Royal Rifles, one of the
best shots in the rcgiment, and also well koown to the « marksmen” outside of
Quebec, hayng. often assisted in upholding the honor of the « Eighth” at both
the Dominion and Provincial matches, and as a good and honored soldier his
remains were escorted to the grave by his former companions-in-arms. He was

Thompson, ot No. 8 Company, proceeded to the late residence of the deceased,

at the drill shed on the 21st.

Among 'tl_\e more striking were a very effective design, consisting of
the monogram “L8.C.,” ingeniously made of cleaning-rods, helmet-spikes and

helmet-chaing, surrounded by a star of bayonets, etc.

The bannister of the stairs

had a rifle, with bayonet fixed, lashed to each rung, the whole having a very
pleasing effect. The mess-room was entirely cleared of furniture, the floor
waxed, and the walls hung with bunting, shields, and various devices. On
entering the room the eye first met the badge of the corps above a scroll on

which was written 4 God Save Our Quecn.”

At the other end of the room was a

ghirld_ bearing the date “ December 21st, 1883 (the day on wh ch the corps began
its existence), a.d the motto « Tempus Fugit.” On one side of the room hung a
shield with the monogram «1.5.C.” and surmounted by a crown, opposite to

which a huge buftalo’s head stood out from the wall.

From the buffalo’s head 'o

the doors on cither side stretched festoons of palm looped up by four shields,
upon which were inscribed ¢ Battleford,” «Fish Creek” «Cut Kuife,” and
“ Batoche.” The supper room was also elaborately adorned a la militaire. Shields,
helmets, lances, daggers, aud sabres of antique design, not to mention the more
madern implements of warfarc in the shape of rifles, Uayonets, etc., hung in pro-
fusion from the walls. Festoons of flags, bunting, and evergreens were every-

where suspended. In fact all available space was tastefully decorated.

Fully

three hundred guests, including the Lieutenant-Governor with his family and
guests, took part in the festivities, and the wholc ball was an inqualified success.
