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find their chances of election slim indeed.

The late Archbishop Tache in an ad-
mirable pastoral on parliamentary elect-
ions said : “ An honest and moral pop-
ulation cannot but feel the insult that
would be offered it by disreputable men
canvassing their suffrages.” If his Grace
were alive to-day, and witnessed the in-
decent ambition of some of the nominees
in Manitoba be would emphasise these
words, taken from the same pastoral
letter: ** An almost invariable mark by
which you can judge of the absence of
good sense (in a parliamentary candid-
ate) is when a person seems not to know
that there is ¢ a time to keep silence.” ”

“Digeretion in words is so character-
istic of prudence,” adds his Grace, * that
the proverbs of Solomon assure us that :
‘Even a fool, if he will hold his peace,
ghall be counted wise; aud if he closes
his lips, a man of understanding.’ "

NOT POLITICAL BUT RELIGIOUS.

A purely religious question may be-
come a political one, but it does not on
that account cease to be a religious ques-
. tion. This is the unfortunate position of
* the Manitoba school question to-day. The
politicians are interested in making po-
litical capital out of a simple question of
-constitutional law and public good faith
and justice. If this question came before
the statesmen of the Imperial Parlia-
ment, it would be treated on the broad
principles laid down by the constitution,
and both political parties would, by
mutual consent, settle it on those lines.
Nut soin Canada. A question is never too
gacred to protect it from the political
designs of too many of our Canadian
statesmen. Religious principles, con-
scientious convictions, the compacts of
Confederation, the demands of. the con-
stitution, the judgment of the Privy
Council—all must give way before the
necessities of the politicians.

When the Remedial Bill was brought
down and submitted to the high court of
Parliament, on which the Constitution
imposed the sacred duty of remedying a
wrong, Mr. Laurier ought to have said
that, although he might not approve of
the manner in which the guestion had’
been handled by the government, yet, if
the minority were satisfied with the
Bill, he would give it hissupport, because
it was the constitutional manner of settl-
ing a vexed question and doing a simple
act of justice to the minority. That would
have removed this question from the
arena of politics and would have cleared
the public mind to deal, at the coming
elections, with questions that in them-
8elves properly come within the legitim-
ate range of practical politics. By taking
such a stand Mr. Laurier would have
proved himself a statesman of high
merit and would have earned the grat-
itude of his compatriots and co-religion-
ists and have won the sympathy and
confidence of Canadians generally. Baut,
unfortunately for the best interests of
Canada, Mr. Laurier saw an opportunity
of embarrassing the government by play-
ing the role of the political demagogue,
rather than that of the enlightened
Statesman. Mr. Laurier is a professing
Catholic and, as such, must have known
that the question before parliament was
essentially a religious one affecting the
Catholic conscience. His Catholic con-
8cience, aside from any appeals to right
and justice, should bave warned him of
.the grave responsibility that rested upon
him, as the leader of a great party, when
he placed himself in opposition to an act
of simple justice, adjudged by the high-
est court in the land to be due the min-
ority in Manitoba, But Mr. Laurier cast
aside all such lofty principles. Hetrampl-
ed under foot every feeling of sympathy
for his suffering compatriots and co-rel-
igionists, detied the Catholic hierarchy,
Joined hands with Mr. Dalton McCarthy,
~ the gworn enemy of his race and creed,
-and appealed to the Protestant gentiment
©f this country to aid him in defeating a
Ineagure restoring to us our confiscated
rights and privileges. A8 might be ex-
Pected, Mr. Laurier would like to have
“One policy for his Catholic supporters and
another for his Protestant friends. Whep
8 man assumes & dishonest position, he
Tequires a multitude of inconsistencies to

keep up an appearace of sincerity. Mr.
Laurier could not very consistently play
for the Protestant vote in Ontario and
the West without giving offence to
the Catholic vote in Quebec. To keep
both in line at the same time ig rather a
trying feat, and Mr. Laurier found it so;
but his friend, Dalton, came along just
then and, assuming the role of Liberal
leader, enabled Mr. Laurier to escape
from an uncomfortable position and gave
him time to go down to a Quebec con-
stituency with his friend the spicy
Tarte, and assure them that he was not
satisfied with the Remedial Bill because
it did not go far enough. In one prov-
ince, *hauds off Manitoba,” is to be the
battle cry while in the other goes up the
shout “ the Bill is worthless.” This may
be good polities, as politicsin this country
go; but it is decidedly and emphatically
dishonest.

If Catholics of this Dominion are true
to themselves and the Constitution under
which they live, there need be no fear of
the crisis through which they are pass-
ing. Let them unite as one man in de-
manding justice and constitutional lib-
erty for all citizens and the outcome of
this struggle will bring humiliation on
the political demagogues, restore public
confidence in the constitution of our
country, save confederation from the
desecrating hands of fanaticism, bring
back peace and harmony among all cit-
izens, and confirm us in the enjoyment
of those constitutional rights and priv-
ileges which are dearer to us than our
very lives.

MR. MILLS ANSWERS MR. WADE.

Mr. Wade has unearthed another “deep-
dyed ” scheme of the Catholics of pre-
confederation times to fasten separate
schools upon Manitoba. He knows right
well that no Bill of Rights * imposed ”
separate schools on this provimce, If
every clause of all the Bills of Rights is-
sued, or alleged to be issued, contained a
demand for separate schools, that would
not * impose them upon Manitoba.” The
fact that the first Legislature of the new

provinge of Manitoba passed an act creat-
ing a Protestant and Catholic school 8ys-
tem is the best evidence that such a de-
mand was Wade. It was, however, the
passage of that act and not the demang
contained in any Bill of Rights that im-
posed separate schools on Manitoba, the
abolition of which has created the co.
stitutional grievance of the minority.

1870. .

Of course, one must accept this as an
authoritative determination of the educ-
ational provision found in the Manitoba
Act.” This is what Mr. Mi}ls says on this
question of the bills of rights and we are
disposed to accept him as & greater
authority than our learned friend Mr. F.
C. Wade.

MODERN AUTHORS.
Why Few of They Will Be
Known to a Later Age.

It has been pointed out by M. Delisle,
Librarian of the Biblotheque Nationale,
that paper is now made of guch inferior
material that it will rot apq very few of
the books now published have the
chance of long life, The books of the
present dav will all have gg]jen to pieces
before the middle of the next century.
The genuine linen rag paper was calcu-
lated to last, and even the oldest books
printed on it, if kept with que care, show
very little of the effect of time ; but
the wood-pulp paper now largely used,
in the making of wnich powerfal acids
have been employed, is so flimsy that
the very ink corrodes it, and time alone,
with the most careful handling, will
bring on rapid decay.

Perhaps from one point of view this is
not an unalloyed misfortune, Only
remnants of present day literature will
survive for the information of future
generations, and great national collec-
tions, such as thatin the Britigh Museum
library, formed at great 6xpense,*and
intended to be complete and permdilent,
will offer to the liferary historian of, say,
the twenty-first century, but a heteroge-
neous mass of rubbish, physica] iaws
thus consigning to oblivion g literature
of which but a tithe is intellectually
worthy to survive, i

The papermaker thus unwittingly
assumes the function of the great liter-
ary censor of the age. His criticigm is
mainly destructive, and it is too gevere.
Without the power of seIOCtive apprecia-
tion, he condemns tn destruction good
and bad alike.—~Exchange.
