81 (GR, Chapter 9)

4. Priority of motions of order and points of order

The motions and points of order mentioned in paragraph 3
of this Rule shall be dealt with in the following order :

a) any point of order regarding the application of thesé
Rules of Procedure ;

b) suspension of a meeting ;

¢) adjournment of a meeting ;

d) postponement of debate on the matter under discussion 5
e) closure of debate on the matter under discussion ;

f) any other motions of order or points of order that may
be submitted, in which case it shall be for the Chairma?
to decide the relative order in which they shall b¢
considered.

5. Motion for suspension or adjournment of a meeling

During the discussion of a question, a delegation may move
that the meeting be suspended or adjourned, giving reasons for its
proposal. If the proposal is seconded, the floor shall be given 50
two speakers to oppose the suspension or adjournment and solely
for that purpose, after which the motion shall be put to the vote:

6. Motion for postponement of debate

During discussion of any question, a delegation may proposé:
that the debate be postponed for a stated period. Once such 2
proposal has been made, any discussion thereon shall be limited Lo
no more than three speakers, not counting the person submitti?
the proposal : one for the motion, and two against.

7. Motion for closure of debate

A delegation may at any time propose that discussion on
the point at issue be closed when the list of speakers whose nameé
have so far been recorded has been exhausted. In such casé®
before a vote is taken on the proposal, the floor may be given
not more than two speakers opposing the motion.

8. Limitation of speeches
(1) The Plenary Assembly may, if necessary, decide hoV;
many speeches any one delegation may make on any partw“lal
point, and how long they may last.
