Tii, Permanent Administrative COUncil, composed of the. Diplomatic

Representatives of the Contracting Powers accredited to nei Hague and of
the Netherlands Minister for Foreigni Affaira, who wii act as President, la
cbarged with the direction and control of the International Bureau.

The Council seules is ruies of procedure and aIl other necessary
regulations.

It decides ail questions of administration which may arise with regard
to the operations of the. Court.

It has entire control over the appointment, suspension, or dismnissai of
the. officiais and employés of the. Bureau.

It fixes the. paymnents and salaries, and controis the generai expenditure.

At meetings duly sumnmoned the presence of aine members is sufficient to
render valid the discussions of the Counicil. The decisions are taken by a
majoriky of votes.

The Council communicates to the Contracting Powers without deiay the
regulations adopted by it. Tt furnishes themn with an annual Report on the.
labours of the, Court, the. working of the. administration, and the
expenditure. The. Report likewise contains a résumé of what is important
ia the documents communicated to the. Bureau by the. Powers ia virtue of
Article 43, paragraphs 3 and 4.
