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Mr. Knowles (Winnipeg North Centre), seconded by
Mi. Mather, moved in amendrnent thereto,-That Bill
C-30, be not now read a second time but that the subjectý-
matter thereof be referred to the Standing Committee on
Justice And Legal Affairs.

And debate arising thereon;

The houx for Private Members' Business expired.

Debate was resumed on the motion of Mr. Benson,
seconded by Mr. MacEachen,-That Bull C-219, An Act

to establish the Canada Development Corporation, be

now read a second time and referred to the Standing
Committee on Finance, Trade and Economic Aiffairs;

And on the motion of Mr. Saitsman, seconded by Mis.
MacInnis, in amendment thereto,-That this Bfi be not
now read a second tirne but that this House affirma
that there ought to be established a Canada Develop-
ment Corporation which should be a Crown corpora-
tion directly responsible to Parliament through a Ministry,
so that this said corporation might serve the Canadian
people by increasing Canada's independence and by
planning and developing regional and economic indus-
trialization.

After further debate, the question being put on the
said proposed amendment, it was negatived on the fol-
lowing division:
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
