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The Naval authorities having reinqulshed
the use of the dockyard at Halifax, a proposai
was made to transfer it to the government of

Canada. The offer bas been accepted and the
dockyard will now be used by the Departmeflt
of Marine and Fisherles as a base for lts oper-
ations la connedtion with aide to navigation.

Many Immigrants having la recent years
been induced to corne to Canada by false rep-

resentations mnade in the United Kingdom, at

the request of the Minister of Labour a clause

bas been added to the Merchants Shipping Bill,
now before the Imperial parliament, for the

punisbment of any person who may be found
gullty of that offence.
