Insurance companies are beglnning to
appreciate the imporsance of thorough mouth examination and the elimination
of infections in the mouths of applicants for policies. Hospitals include
graduate dentists on their stafis. Further opportunities are continually
arising. School Boards, for instance, are awakening to the need of dental
supervision for thelr pupils, while various Govermnment suthorities are

co-operating, so gar as possibdle, with the agencies interested in Oral Hygiene.
