It is stated that at the present time 
the foxes In captivity In the Provides of 
Prince Edward Island could not be pur- 
ciiai-d for 216,000,000. The above esti­
mated valuation Is equal to twice the 
value of all the cattle, horses, sheep, 
swine and poultry, as shown by the Cana­
dian census of 1911, the total of which 
was given as 37.488.784.

The foxes representing this 315,000,000 
number 3130, and are thus classed :
899 old silvers, at $10,000 each. .38,990,000
703 young éilvere, at $7000............ 4,921,000
294 old crosses at 32000.............. « 688,000
294 young crosses .............................. 294,000

The rest of the amount Is made up of 
cheaper foxes and the ranches, until the 
total of 315.186,150 is made up.

A striking Illustration of the remark­
able development of the industry is 
reached by a comparison with the value 
of the Island’s farm stock, Including 
horses and poultry. This, according to 
the last census, was 27 488.784. The popu­
lation of the island at the last census 
was 93.728 so that the vklue of the live 
stock was about 380 per bead of popula­
tion. The fox Industry averages 3162 per 
head of population. Prince Edward Is­
land was famed for its farms, Its horses 
and Its cattle, but from the foregoing 
figures It is plainly seen that the fox 
Industry has assumed greater proportions 
than any of these other industries.

Tuberculoeis is a disease affecting only 
old birds, or birds that are fully matured. 
The germs of this disease may be in the 
ground surrounding the poultry house, 
or in the house itself. They gain 
trance thru the food, drinking water or 
by breathing. Birds which are suffering 
from this disease void the germs In the 
droppings, and these, getting mixed with 
the feed, are taken by the other birds, 
and the disease is spread thru the flock. 
The symptoms of this disease are a pale 
comb, the bird loses flesh rapidly, usual­
ly has diarrhoea, and in the late stages 
will be lame in one leg. The bird may 
die In. the course of a few days, or it may 
•Idiiger «n for three or four weeks, in 
which case it becomes nothing but skin 
and bones. On opening the bird, the 
Uver and spleen will be found to be cov­
ered with raised whitish lumps, varying 
in size from a small point to half an Inch 
In diameter, tn very extreme cases 
tubercles may be found all along the ali­
mentary canal, and also on the bones In 
various parts of the body. Unlike human 
or bovine tuberculosis, the lungs are 
very seldom affected.

There Is no cure for the disease. It Is 
simply a question of keeping it In check 
as much as possible by observing abso­
lute clea:nllness In all the details of 
poultry management. Kill off all the sick 
or affected birds, and bury them deeply, 
and cover them with lime, or, better 
still, burn them. Clean out the henhouse 
and whitewash it with a whltswash made 
with the addition of five per cent, car­
bolic acid.

Clean out and disinfect all the nests, 
drinking pans and so om. Put In a layer 
of fresh earth, sand or gravel, and use 
an abundance of air-slaked lime under 
the roosts at all times. The land sur­
rounding the poultry house should 
celve an application of air-slaked lime, 
be cultivated, and a crop grown on It 
Provide plenty of light In the henhouse, 
and feed only good, wholesome food. The
