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During the time of Probation the Novices are

obliged to observe all the rules and regulations

of the Congregation, and to obey the orders of

the Superior.

Applicants for admission into the Congrega-
tion would do well to 'send certificates of their

baptism and health, and a letter of recommen-
dation from their Father Confessor along with
their application.
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Minors applying for admission must send let-

ters of approval from their {*arents or guardians.
The Brothers beg to inform the Rev. Clergy,

that in consequence of the few vocations in this

country, they respectfully appeal to them for

their co-operation, more especially as they are

unable to supply the one-hundreth part of the

applications for teachers to conduct schools and
retormatories.
