After providing for a number o
personal and publc bequests, the will
of the late J. Ross Robertson, which
is now being prepared for probate,
directs that his estate, together with

of the hospital, in which the late pub-
lisher was so deeply interested in the
past, depends upon the voluntary
contributions of the public, Mr. Rob-
entson’s executors teing directed to
contribute from the estate for that
purpose, the sum o: $10,000 annually.
The bequests to the hospital become
null and void unless it is maintained
exclusively for a hospital for sick
children, and not affiliated in any
way with the Toronto General Hos-
pital, or any other hospital or infirm-
ary. He requests that his won, Irving
E. Robertson, or some other execwutor,
shall have a place on the hospital

subject to the editorial control of
John R. Robinson, The Evening Tele-
gram shall continue %o be published
as “a dajly journal, independent and
unbiased in municipal, vrovlnclo,l, Do-
'minign and imperial politics.”

The executors who are to carry out
the terms of this will are Mr. Rob-
ertsons wife, Jessie Elizabeth Rob-
ertson; his son, Irving Earle Robert-
son: his nephew, Douglas Sinclair
Robertson; John R. Robinson, editor
of The Evening Telegram, and Alfred
Taylor Chadwick, business manager
of the same. In the conduct of The
Evening Telegram, these trustees are
to have “absolute control and man-
agement o° the same, free from the
interference of any other person or
persons, firm or corporation, directly
or indirectly.”

It is further stipulated that “if the
Hospital for Sick Children shall in
any year make any attempt to in-
vestigate or audit the accounts, either
by process of law or otherwise, alx
payments to it shaill thereupon cease.’

Thierry Regions Make a

COUNTER-ATTACKS FAIL

Germans Suffer Losses in
Successive Attempts to
Retake Ground.

Washingtoh, June 27.~The capture
of 240 prisoners, including five offi-
cers, byf‘}hc American forces operat-
ing in ‘the Chateau Thierry region
and the successful bombing of the
railroad yards and station at Con-
flans by American aviators are re-
counted -in- General Pershing’s com-
munique, received today by the war
department,

The statement follows:

“late yesterday in the Chateau
Thierry region our infantry effective-
ly supported by our artillery attacked
the enemy position south of Torcy
and advanced our line, Two hundred
and Borty prisoners, of whom five
were officers, and 19 machine guns,
and several automatic rifles, and a
quantity of other matertals were cap-
tured during the operation. Succes-
sive hostile counter-attacks broke
down with losses.
