ISeattle, Wash., Jan. 26.—The steam­

ship Topeka, which arrived at Port 
Townsend to-day, brought no survivors 
of the Valencia, save those already re­
ported. The total saved, according to 
the figures of the officials of the Pa­
cific Coast Company, is forty. Including 
three.men found on Turret Island, and 
one man believed to be alive on the 
Island, and., for whom Indians are 
searching. This total also includes three 
reported on the beach gear Klanewak.

Advices to the Associated Press from 
Cape Beale report communication has 
been held‘with Lineman Logan's party, 
which went by the land trails to_the 
wreck on the 23rd. This party were 
witnesses to the awful sight when the 
shipwrecked people were seen clinging to 
the rigging, while they could do toothing 
to save the people, who were swept to 
death before their eyes.

The wreck lay fifteen yards from 
the bluff and when they reached the 
top of this bluff, 'on the morning of 
Wednesday, they could plainly see the 
Pfcople slinging to the rigging; and others 
huddled on the top deck.

In the history' of crime, the conspir­
acy to rob the Bank of Liverpool will 
always—hold the distinction of being 
one of the most Ingenious and con­
scienceless ever planned. The entire 
scheme turned upon the weakness of 
a bank clerk, who, while drawing a 
salary of *750 a year, played the races. 
His accomplices were sporting men, 
several bookmakers and a prize fighter. 
Not only did the beguiled bank clerk 
play into their hands thru his losses 
at the race track, but he was deprived 
of the occasional big winnings he made 
thru some cheap trick.

The clerk, rapidly slipping down the 
scale of crime, was too easy a victim 
to discover the lesser frauds which 
were practiced within a fraud. He 
forged continually the name of one of 
the bank’s depositors until finally more 
than *800,000 had been taken out of 
the Institution and turned over to the 
coterie of race track men. The poor 
clerk never profited a penny by his 
crimes, and flnaly went to the peni­
tentiary for ten years, a sentence he Is 
now serving with hard labor.
