Smith Is a stout little 
English chap, well-known ,on the 
street. He bore his injuries In a most 
courageous manner, and the doctors 
at the hospital Intimated that he was 
an exceedingly plucky lad. It is 
thought that the arm may be saved.

Frl.ee Statistic.
During the past month there were 

discharged from the Central Prison 
46 prisoners ; first convictions 32, sec- 
cond convictions 9, more than two oOjn- 
vlettons 5. There were 27 Canadian», 
9 English, 3 Americans, 2 Irish, 5 
Scotch. The discharged were convict­
ed for the following, viz., offences 
against the person 12, against property 
32, drunkenness and disorderly con­
duct . From the jail there were 97 
discharged. 78 males and 19 females. 
Of these 29 were convicted for the 
first time, and 68 more than once. 
There were 34 cases of drunkenness. 
The Prisoners’ Aid Association assist­
ed, after their discharge, 15; from the 
Central Prison 6, and from the jail 10. 
From the Reformatory for Women 
there were discharged during the 
month 4, of whom 3 were from Toron­
to, and one from the country.
