here that the present plan gontemplates
these movements:

First, the establishment of headquarters
by General Miles at Santlago, where he can
direot the operations against Porto Rico,
the town of Port de Banes, Gibara, Hol-
guin, Nueyitus and Puerto Principe, on the
north coast of Cuba, and Cienfuegos, on the
south coast of Cuba.

The occupation of Manila by Amerlcan
troops -as soon as- the first expedition
reaches the Philippines, without waiting
for the second military foree.

The formation of a fiying squadron, hav-
ing for its object the interception of Ca-
wara’s fleet, on the assuthption that it is
coming. i ;

The rushing of the Porto Rican expedition
for the purpose of eapturing San Juan be-
fore Camara’s fleet can make that poyf a
base of supplies and harbor of refuge.

The preparation of infantry and artiilery
troops at a southern point, and the sending
of them to Shafter as soon as he annoupces
the need of more men,

The investment of the western half of
Cuba by at least 170,000 men, which, with
the 30,000 soon to be in the eastern part of
theé island, will give a combined American
force of 200,000 men in Cuba,

The war council, it seems, approved of
the proposition for General Miles to estab-
lish headquarters at Santiago, which can be
wade after its capture the base of supplies
for active operatjons against Porto Rico, as
well as the towns in the eastern emd of
Cuba.

The Council diseussed the possibility but
Improbability of. Camara goiag east, 1t{was
assumed that the Admiral would realize
that before he could reach Manila the Mo-
nadnock and the Monterey and the eruiser
Charieston would be there’as a reinfore:-
ment to Dewey, and that he would he at-
tempting to succor an aiready conquered
territory.

General Miles had the satisfaction of see-
ing his view as to the number of men re-
quired for Cuban subjugation finally ne-
cepted. The conclusion was peached that
to do the work properly an additional army
of 170,000 would be needed,.

An army aggregating 100,000 mien Wwill he
required for the investment eof Havana
alpne, that city having under arms some
65,000 troops. A force of at least 25,000
will be needed for Clenfuegos, and sultable
provision will have to be made for towns
of Matanzas, Marlel, Cardepas, Babia Hon-
da and Sagua.

This means a third call for 75,000 yelun-
teens. The eall Is not likely to be issued
before those responding to the second call
are mustered in, which mustering process
is expected to consume ten days or two
weeks, 7

“] am going to Cuba. That much s
certain,” said General Miles to The Jour-
nal, “When I am going, or to what yar-
ticular part of the field I am going, I do
not care to say." \

GENERAL MONET KILLED,

Insurgents Attacked Him From an
Ambush—Native Troops Kill
Their Officers,

Hong Kong, June 20.—According to ad-
vices from Manila, dated June 17, it was
reported tHere then that General Mouvt,
coming southward with 3000 mixed troops
from Salacan, 30 miles north of Mantla,
found the railway ling bigeked, and was
taken by ambush by the insurgents. Kieice
fighting ensued, and was carried on for
three days, during which General Monet
was killed. The native troops joined:the
insurgen and the Spaniards who were
left, about 500, surrendered.’

A ‘battalion at Panga of native m:litis,
-supposed to be particularly loyal, began
shooting its officers and killed five, when
the | insurgents attacked Marabon. The
Spanish succeeded in disarm!ng and im-
prisoning a pertion of them, hat they es-
caped, when the insurgents ccptured Mara-
hon,

At Zapote also a whole regiment revolced
at a critical moment. The authorities siill
use mixed forces, with the result that In-
surgent riflemen are frequently found to
have passed the sentries and to be. cre2p-
ing along under cover and firing upon the
Spaniards from behind.

The correspondent of the Assoclated
Press pays a daily visit to the outposts at
Tondo, Santa Tesa, Santa Ana and Malate,
but there i no perceptible movement,
though there is constant firing, which Is for
the most part ineffective, Nothing is vis-
ible among the trees. The insurgents, who
fire sparingly, draw abundast Spanish vol-
leys, especially at night. The Spuniards in-
cessantly squander tons of ammunition into
the ghadows of the thicket, apparently in
the hepe of quickly exhausting their stock
and being In a pokition to surrender Lonor-
ably after a hopeless fight.

In the meantime the Spanish commani-
ers have been ordered to burn theé vil-
lager's huts outside the town, so as to de-
prive the enemy of shelter, and hundreds
of peaceful natives are homeless. -
There was a great feast at, Cavite on
June 12, when a declaration of independ-
ence was formally made by Aguinaldo. He
hatl Invited the American -officers to be
present, but none accepted. Aguinaldo is
reported to have advocated autonomy un-
der American protection, similar to the
British protectorates.

ENGLISHMEN ARRESTED AS SPIES,

Sugarmakers  at San Juan, Porto
Rieco, Thrown Into Prison.
Fort de France, Martinique, June 20.—
Edgar H. Marchall, Shine Davidson ard
John Gordon, three Englishmen, cmployes
of the Canobanas sugar factory, at Caro-
lina, which belongs to the New Colonial
Company of London, were arrested Thurs-

day as American sples.

They were arrested outside the British
Consulate at San Juan, and were taken
immediately to the police station, despite
the protests of Mr, Findley, British Vice-
Consul, ‘who witneseed the arrests from the
Consulate window.

Mr. Findley went to the Palace and de-
manded the release of the British subjects.
Despite thls, they were held six honrs in
prison, and finally placed aboard the French
steamer St. Simon, now here.

Vice-Consul Findley flled a formal pro-
test, which Governor Mna¢es ignored.
Thereupon Mr. Findley cabled to London
that every Englishman In Porto Rico wes
suspected of American sympathy, nand that
many, like Davidson, Gordon and Marchall,
may be similarly treated.

British Consul 'Crawford is ill, and Vice-
Consu! Findley, who has been here thirty
years a resident of Porto Rico, is unable to
protect 8ubjeots.

Britons to-day cabled to Queen Vietoria,
asking for protection, and requesting that
a warship be sent to San Juan.

Ottawa, June 20.—The perpetrater of the
big robbery of the Dominion Bank in Napa-
nee last fall, or some of his confederates,
are in Ottawa. Part of the spolls secured
in the robbery was 1000 unsigned $10 notes
on the Dom'nion Bank. During the past
few days quite a number of these bilis
have been circulated in Ottawa, with the
signature of the manager of the bank at

Napanee, Mr. E, H, Baines, forged.
Revenues From the Yukon.

“The Customs Department this morning
rccelved from Lake Bennett a remiftance
of $125,000, collected there on goods com-
ing into Canadian territory since the pm?y
was established at the first of this seasou.
Last season’s customs returns at Tagish
did not amount to more than one sixth of
this amount, so that it can be safely said
that the number of parties going in+by th!s
route, which last season furnished the sole
_means of ingress: outside of the Yukon
River, can be calculated as six times what
it was last year, In addition to the White
and. Chilcoot Passes, there are the Stiklne
and Dalton routes, the former of which is
used largely by Canadians.

There will Lave been up.to the end of the
fiscal year not less than a quarter'of a
million dollars in customé- revenue taken
out: of the Yukon, this being by far the
lesser source of revenue when the moncys
gathéred by the Interior Department are
taken into consideration.

Roads Not Likely to Co-Operate
to Cut the Fare From New York
to Paget Sound—C.P.R. Stoek De-
pressed—Montreal Nevws Items.
Montreal, June 20.—The officials of the

Canadian i’nclﬂc here give very little ecre-

dence to ‘the threat made by the Western

American rallronds to put into effect a

$5 rate from New York to Puget Sound
ports, The rumor has, nevertheless, had a

depressing effect on C, P. R, stocks. Al-}

though a $3 fare for g trip of 3000 miles
scems most unheard of, such a proposi-
tion is actually before the Eastern roads,
and their allles In the West expect an
answer early next week, If the rate goes
into effect the tickets will be sold on the
rebate plan, and a passenger from New
York to Puget Sound wiil depusit the
amount of the regular fare with the-rail-
road company he purchases his ticket from
and be refunded all except $5 of the amount
when ke reaches his destination. This Is
dcne to emsure a passenger going through
and not getting off at intermediate points
to which the regular tariff of rates will be
maintained, :

But it 1s not thought at all likely that
the Bastern lines will enter into such an
arrangement. They are not affected by the
rate war since the fight is to secure Pacific
ccast and Alaska taffic, The trouble s all
between fthe Canadiap Pagific and the
American- roads west of Chicago, All
tkrough the rate war the Eastern roads
have been getting full fares to Chjeago,
from where the Western roads carried the
traffic through, at eut rates, to the Pacific
ccast, A $5 rate through would mean that
tite Kastern roads would have to accept a
mileage percentage of this ridiculously low
Yare in lieu of their previously fat carn-
ings.

Without the co-operation of the Eastern
rcads the Western roads cannot make
falr stand against their gnemy, the C. P, Rﬁ
which controls a line stretching entirely
across the continent and does not need tos
seek the consent of allies before putting a
reduced rate Into effect, A $5 rate from
Chicago to Portland has been proposed, and
would be readily agreed to by the Western®
lines, but it would be no inducement, con-
sldering ‘the low rates already In effect.

Mr. D. McNicoll, Passenger Traffic Man-
ager of the C. P. R., was Interviewed In
regard to this matter, and stated that he
did not take any stock in the talk about a
$5 rate, and was sure the Amlerican East-
ern and Western lines would not co-operate
to effect such a rate: The fact of the mat-
ter was ‘the American lines were again
fighting among themselves, and the C. P.
R. was merely an interested spectator, They
were hurting themselves far more than
they were hurting the C. P, R, As soon
as they grow tired of the fight and talk
arbitration, the C. P. R. will meet them.

$3 Rate Finally Abandoned.

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W, C. Edwards Employes Standing
Firm for Their Demands.

My, Edwards Reviews the Situation
and Says the Men Were Well
Treated—He Voluntarily Reduced
Their Hours and Granted Them
Privileges Not Enjoyed by Other
Lumbermen.

Rockland, Ont., June 20,—The 600 mill
hands and lumbermen employed at the

W. O. Edwards Lumber Malls, who v;'qut
on strike Saturday, are still out. The

strikers are keeping a strict watch abont|

the premises and will allow no one to
pass through their lincs. This morning
200 men stood about the gates leading
to the mill, but they remained quiet and
no disturbances occurred.

"Phis foremoon a gang of 200 men, hav-
irg heard that Mr. Kdwards was send-
ing some men to Oftawa on their way
to the drive, went to the railway depot
and searched all the cars before the
train left, It is understood that the
ten men drove across the country. There
is no appearance of the strike ending.
A large number of the workmen have
little or no food, and it is feared that
when they get hungry something serious
will bappen. - S/

A Clerk Seriously Hurt.

Mr. Edwards says that the reason he
sent for the police was that two of the
clerks were assaulted, one so seriously
that he had to send for a city doctor in
addition to the loecal doctors.

Mr. Edwards attributes the strike to a
few firebrands, He says: “Althongh
this year business in lumber has not been
good owing to the Spanish-American war,
and to the competition of southern pine,
1 paid the men the same wages as last
year. At first I thought the wages
wonld have to be reduced, but decided
to pay the same rates for this year,
anyway. Twelve years ago I voluntarily
reduced the hours from twelve per day

to eleven. Three years ago I reduced

em to ten, and since then have been

nying the men on a ten-hour day basis,
No Cause for the Strike,

“The men now work a day and a tenth
or eleven hours, but they are paid for
the extra hour.. Compared with other
mill hands, my employes are well off.

“Among the . things contributing to
their comfort are these: Rentals are
nominal; they got their wood for the cost
of cartage; no charges are made for
their water supply. In these particulars
they are very well off, and at the same
time they get wages equal to those of
the best paid mill hands in other places.

“The wages vary from $2 for the best
paid hands to $1.25 and $1 for other
hands. The wages vary according - to
the men and the variety g the work,
Some young men and old men may get
less than these amounts.

His Friendship to Laber.

“I reviewed the gitration to the men,
snd then told them I declined to deal
with them collectively or while they are
on strike. The arrangements between
the men and myself are made as: be
tween dndividuals, and only in that way
will I deal with them., .

“I believe only a few of the mien are
in sympathy with the strike, but'' the;
Lave been intimidated by the others,
think the men have been -ungrateful.
During the winter months I have made
it a special point to provide work for the
nien, and have provided work all the
year round, as far as possible. 1 took
great interest in the men, and am a
strong believer in the rights of Iabor,
but I feel discouraged about this matter,
and can never take .the same interest in
them again. It would pay us better to
close down, but that would mean destruc-
tion to the village, and if they want
orders on the store they get them, but
there is no truck system.”
