Affair, But.Indicates That Due
Cause Was Shown,

: School Trustees Gooderham, Levee,
Keeler, Parkinson, Dr. Ogden, Rawlin-
son, Shaw and Simpson were arraigned
yesterday morning before Chancellor
Boyd by L. V. McBrady, K.C.,, acting;
on behalf of Miss Teresa Dunn, for,
contempt of court in suspending her.
from Jarvis-street Collegiate Institute’
after he had procured an injunction’
forbidding them to dismiss her. Mr.
McBrady also desires the injunction to
be continued. The chancellor reserved!
judgment. F. E. Hodgins, K.C, ap-i
peared- for the trustees, and J. M. God-
frey for L. S. Levee especially, he be-
ing the mover of the resolution of sus-‘

pension.
The morninrg argument was largely|
technical: Mr. Hodgins claiined there,
was no contempt, as Miss Dunn bad,
not been dismissed in terms of the reso-|
lution, but only suspended, and Wwasj
still drawing her salary. Mr. Godfiey|
centended that there was no jurisdic-|
tion.
Mr, McBrady went over all the de-
tails of the case. A deputaiion of Lhe
board of education had asked her t
resign. She refused and was sum-
moned before a special committee, when
the entire staff of the school were also
sent for, and an investigation of the!
school discipline was expected. Miss
Dunn claimed that no fault was found|
with her teaching, and that her fail-{
ure to establish discipline was due !0
lack of support from Principal Man-i
ley. Inspector Seath had reported in
contradictory terms about Miss Dunp,’
and his private report was acted upon!
by the heoard.

Inspectnr Should Decide.
The chancellor thought he should .le-
cide whether or not a teacher was com-
petent. He deprecated the idea of every
teacher being able to get out an in-
junction against dismissal. |
Mr.Hodgins stated that all the investi-|
gation by the committee and the boarl;
had been done to get all the informa-!
tion possible, and to be sure they were
not acting on a prejudiced report. He
also claimed that the statute gave the
board power to dismiss summarily.

Mr. Godfrey rélied on the argument
that the board of education was only
answerable to parliament, and that the
court had no jurisdiction. ‘

In the afternoon Mr. McBrady con-|
tinued an examination of the whole
proceedings. Principal Manley had
been unable to specify any particular
in whiech Miss Dunn was lacking, but
had stated there were a number of
small things. The whole trouble might;
be summed up, he wrote, in the state-
ment that Miss Dunn had not enough
experience to undertake the duties she
was called upon to perform.

Question of Discipline.

Mr. McBrady submitted that the only
ground for complaint was the want of,
discipline. Miss Dunn said she was,
capable, that the fault was not hers,|
but Mrn. Manley’s, who did ‘not back'
her up. The two reports of the in-‘l
spector, were contradictory, and she
had no fair trial. AIll persons were
compelled to leave the room, state-|
ments were made in her absence,
against her will and without her con-|
sent, and her_ dismissal affected mu-|
terially her whole professional c'a.reer.{
Mr. ‘MgBragdy tried to show that the,
committee was bound by its own reso-|
lution. to investigate the case, that it
had not done so, and could only dismiss
her for cause. |

The chancellor s=aid they could dis-'r
miss and the inspector's letter was
cause. ‘It is impossible to restore a
teacher who is at variance with the
staff, and encourage a state of civil
war in the institution.” They had put
themselves on the report of Inspector,
Seath. They had investigated the casey
so far as to be able to say the report]
satisfied them. The report might be all
wrong, but that could be dealt with'
afterwards, It was for Seath to clear
up any inconsistencies theéy found in
his reports.

“Would Force an Investigation.

Mr. McBrady persisted that having,
agreed to investigate they should do so.!

with an investigation?”

Mr. McBrady purSued the point |
