VEGETABLE IVORY BUTTONS,

¥Half of World’'s Produet is Made in |
the Unitcd States,

In this season of campaign buttons, |
which are so prevalent locally, it is in- |
teresting to know that of the buttons |
of the other kind, those used to hold
cne's clothes on, probably half of all|
the world uses are made in the United |
States. A considerable portion of the
product is turned out in Philadelphia |
and vicinity, but this is not a button|
centre and other places are much larg- |
er producers. |

Nearly. all the buttons manufactured
in the United States are now made of |
vegetable ivory, says a local dealer, |
and of the world’s output of this sub-|
stance nine-tenths 18 o used. Practi- |
cally that country takes all the vege- |
table ivory that Is grown. The best of |
it and a very large proportion of it/
the banks of South America, that ffom |
the banks of the Magdalena River in|
Colombia being especially choice. It is |
also grown in Mexico, which produces
an excellent quality, and in California.
S0 far the California nut is inferior, at
least for buttons, but attempts are he-
ing made to improve and develop it,
and it is believed they will in tim: be
successful,

Buttons made from
are still distinguished in the trade as
ivory, pearl, rubber, horn or bone but-
tons, and they look like what they are
called owing to the closeness of the
imitation and the perfection of the pro-
cegses. They may be stained almost’
any color or highly polished. The nut
is not used until dry and hard, Then
it 18 cut into slabs, and the forms de-
sired are cut out by dies, which per-
form successfully the operation of
slaping, making the thread holes,
ccunter sinking and finishing, Then
the button goes to the polisher, Nuts
of bad color or spotted are used for
buttons which are to be subsequently
colored, a process in which certain dyes
are used in connection with wax.

White buttons are made from the best |

nuts. There is considerable waste of
materfal in some of the processes, but
the resulting product is stil] cheap.
The remaining one-tenth of the vege-
table ivory not converted into buttons
is nearly all used to make poker chips,

Many Mexicans carry the fluid with;
them 'at all timeg when they are in the
mountaing or on the desert. These
Mexicans kil all the rattlerg they can
find, and most of them stcre the fnid
in a bottle made of a rifle cartridge;:
rhell, which js kept tightly corked. {

In amatomical descriptions of the rat-;
tler no mention is' made of this particu-|
lar sac, tho air sacs are numerous in
the intestines of all members of the!
snake family,

It may be that this fluid is the secret
of the Moki Indians and accountg for
the immunity that they enjoy from 'he
poison of the rattler. Those who lLave
attended their amnual snake dancesz and
have seen dancers bitten have wonder-
ed that the biteg were not fatal.

At any rate, the secret of the.-immun-
ity is one of the most carefully guardeq
secrets of the riteg of the Mokj and is
kept within g select order of the priest-
hood. Dr. J. Miller for years annually
attended these dances and made a study
of the ceremonics. The Iadiang form-
ally adopted him not only into the
tribes, but advanced him in the priest-
hood. The doctor wanted chiefly to
learn the secret of the poison antidote,
and he wag told year after year that
the next year he would be put in pos-
gession of the secret. But he died with-
out it.
