But there 
was not a single sould in last night’s 
audience who did not say: “We have 
never heard, even from Knelsels, a 
more lovely rendering of Saint-Saen's 
“Serenade.” ,

27, 
No. 7), was to those who like sobbing 
contralto' tones, a ravishing piece of 
art.
