It only makes work for us, and the 
only satisfaction we get is getting 
dirty bills out of circulation.’

"Defaced coins are never sent to 
Washington for redemption. The gov­
ernment reimburses the banks accord­
ing to the Weight of the metal, and the 
banks can get the same terms from 
Jewelers, who buy the metal by 
weight."

There has been a very perceptible fall­
ing off lit the quantity of American 
silver In circulation here, and as it 
was usually 50 per cent, defaced or 
plugged Its disappearance has been 
welcotried. The Canadian silver in cir­
culation is in fairly good condition, and 
the defaced and worn pieces are evi­
dently disappearing.

The twenty cent pieces, which 
Should be recalled, show more deface­
ment than any other coin. The paper 
currency Is not unfreqently In a filthy 
condition, and should be renewed more 
frequently. ^ Instances of skin disease 
have occurred, which are attributed 
to the filthy condition of currency 
handled by tbe victims.

Hie smaller denominations ate par­
ticularly noticeable for the dilapidat­
ed and dirty conditions owing to the 
large fishing and mill operations in 
this vicinity. The change of currency 
should be "made more frequent.

There Is, any quantity of this 
species with no perceptible failing 
off, but rather Increasing. All kinds 
of money, tho, is freely accepted every­
where.
