CATTLE MARKETS.GRAIN PRICES STEADIER Moeennl and the Pope.
' New York World: It was thru the shrewd 

administration of the late Cardinal Moeeu- 
ul that the late Tope wasi enabled to re 
cover the millions lost by the Vatican thru 
the mistaken investments of Mgr. Folchl. 
Cardinal Mario Moeennl was born In 182.1 
at Monteflascone, In the diocese of Viter­
bo. He pursued his theological studies In 
Rome, and for several years taught the­
ology In hls native diocese. Ills Urst ap­
pointment In the diplomatic service-of the 
church was as secretary to Mgr. Faleinel'.t, 
imriclo at Vienna. In which position he re­
mained several years. Plus IX. selected 
him as apostolic delegate to Peru, Ecuador 
and Bolivia 111 1877. promoting him to the 
urciileplscopal see of Ellopolis. In South 
America. Mgr. Moeennl rendered great ser­
vice! to tho church, obtaining many conces­
sions from the governments. In 1803 lie 
was made a cardinal, .aud the following 
year he was promoted to the Bishopric of 
Sabina and made apostoUe administrator. 
It was because of this latter office tbat he 
ever constructed in the Vatican palace, 
which lie occupied until hls death. As be 
had to climb many steps to reach bis abode, 
he prevailed on the late Pope to give per­
mission to instal an elevator in the t.'onrt 
of St. Dnmaso, being the flrst that was 
ever constructed in the vntaean palace. 
He also procured the installation of an 
electric plant for the lighting of the Vati­
can and St. Peter's. Vatican visitors often 
met him In the corrtdbrs smoking a pipe 
aiwl wearing a <gt>lf cap. Cardinal Mocei; 
id's successor as Bishop of Sabina, which 
Is one of the six suburban dioceses, will 
probablv be Cardinal dl Pietro.

Ihe 
southwest sent poor cash wheat and flour 
demands, but Minneapolis sold 60,000 bar­
rels of flour. Some complaints of dry wea­
ther and fly tended to help the market, but 
damage was generally denied. Shipments 
from Chicago this week will be 800,000 bush­
els, which does not speak bad for the ship­
ping demand. Looks like good increase 
again In visible Monday. A little buying 
or selling sufficed to change prices rea­
dily.

A Voting; Machine.

An ingenious Australian has invented a 
voting machine, for which he has secured 
n commonwealth patent. The chief fea­
tures of the apparatus are its adaptability 
to any class of voting; the impossibility of 
informal voting: the prevention of fraud: 
the saving of time and errors In adding 
the votes, aud the simplicity and cheapness 
of the machine. It can be used for all de­
scriptions of elections, ami would sa^e 
much time in counting votes.

The machine stands either on a table or 
on legs. It Is about 6 inches high and 6 
inches wide, the length depending on the 
number of candidates to be provided for. 
On the front of the machine Is a row of 
names of the candidates, ami on each i ame 
is a steel rod surmounted by a knob. To 
vote for a candidate the voter pushes the 
knob down with, his finger. This causes a 
bell to ring; the knob remains down, so 
that a voter Is unable to vote for more 
tha none candidate. When the voter leaves 
the voting chamber, the closing of the door 
unlocks the machine, and the knob files 
back into position ready for the /icxt voter.

At the back of the machine are ' regis­
tering devices, where each vote Is record­
ed. so that the result of the election can 
be read off as soon as the last vote Is « ast. 
In case of a senate election, where there 
are, say, three to be elected, the machine 
is adjusted so that three kuob3 can be push­
ed down. The rest are automatically lock­
ed as soon ns the three are down, so that 
the voter cannot possibly vote for more 
than three. If the voter pushes less than 
the three down, the bell does not ring, and 
no votes are recorded at all. because the 
law requires that the whole three must be 
voted for.
