Sault Ste. Marie, Sept. 15.—(Special.)
~During to-day’s trial of the protest
against C. N. Smith, M.L.A.,, five
charges were taken up.

She said s'he
was with him when Fawcett gave him
the bottle, which had flannel wrapped
around it.

Mr. Fawcett's evidence was in direct
contradiction to that of Parr He
gaid he had never bought \whiskey in
his life and certainly had neither
bought nor given any in this instance.
His evidence was such that the judges
accepted it in preference to Parr's aud
dismissed the case.

EARTH QUAKED IN T0RONI0
FOR FIRST TIME ON RECORD

e e

Shock of 40‘ Seconds Recorded at
Observatory on the Wonderfully
Delicate Seismograph.

It is not often that a local earth-
quake shock affects Ontario; in fact, it
is believed that the one felt here Wed-
nesday night is the first of a purecly
local nature on record. At any rate, it
is the only one remembered by the offi-
cials at the observatory in Queen’s
Park, and the first recorded on the in-
! struments since its installation in 1897.

The shock was confined to.the Laur-

entian range and was felt more severe-

ly in Quebec than in Ontario, its radius
. extending over -about 2000 or 3000 miles.

The trembling of the earth, which jast-
' ed about 40 seconds, was distinctly felt

i Toronto, and was registered on that

wonderful, yet comparatively simple

scientific instrument, the se.smograph.

cased. The instrument here is arranged
!'to make records of disturbances felt the
world over, rather than local tremors,
and at frequent periods it registers tre-
mors that would never be notiged with-
out its aid. For instance, the recent
tidal wave and earthquake along the
| Pacific coast was marked emphaticaily
here, tho no shock could othérwise be
felt. Had the instrument not been cet
as it is, the record would have been
much more pronounced here. As it is
there is only a faint abrasion on, the
line whose straight course marks, until
disturbed, the even tenor of the earth's
way.

How Trick is Dome.

The illustration herewith is a simpli=
fled diagram of the seismograph. Every
unnecessary detail, such as set screws,
governors, etc,, has been eliminated to
simplify it. “¥( rests upon a heavy
column of masonry, which communi-
cales any motion of the earth’s crust
to the aluminum boom. This is a Fa~
| about two feet long, having a neeile
| point at H, resting against the upright
'post in the masonry. The boom is
| suspended by a silk thread and, when
i disturbed, sways from side to side. The
ldotted lines show the outlines of the
cases in which the instrument is en-
| closed. On the end of the boom is a
{ thin piece of metal, rectangular
{in shape, suspended horizontally. A
small slit runs lengthwise thru it. Un-
derneath, in the top of another case, is
;annther slit running in a diréction at
| right angles to it, and considerably
| longer. Inside the box is a roll of
| sensitized photographic paper, whi h
is moving. The light deflected by the
mirror passes thru the opening at A,
i and, passing thru the slit in B, forms
{ a narrow shaft of light which, after it
has passed thru the slit in C, strikes
the moving paper and produces a lina,

t is obvious how a disturbance of the |

Every Saturday at noon the strip, many
vards in length, is removed and de-
veloped.

Astonishing Things Happen.

HALIFAX FIRE LOSS $310,000
FIREMEN FIGHT FOUR HOURS

Halifax, N.S., S§ept.- 15.—(Special.)—
Halifax suffered a fire loss of over
: $300,000 this afternoon by a conflagra=-
tion which swept a part of the harbor
#ront. When the fire broke out in the
large wooden warehouse of N. & M.
Smith the wind was blowing a gale
{over the city at the rate of 52 miles
'an hour as officially stated by the
signal station at the citadel. The
flames swept north and south along
Water-street, destroying twenty build-
ings and wharves. The firemen made
'a brave fight, and after four hours
Ework they had it under control, but
they were enabled to do this largeiy
because the wind veered to the west,
icarrying the flames in the direction of
ithe harbor and because later on the
gale died down.

Saved Jones Warehouse,

A successful stand was made by the
firemen at the Canada and Plant
| Steamship Line warehouses and wharf.
Three fire boats moved there and help-
ed the firemen to keep the flames from
spreading to A. G. Jones & Co.'s ware-
.house, and thereby saved from destruc-
Ition that building and a long stretch
‘to the southward. The military and
naval fire brigades, mumbering about
200 men, were called out with their
equipment to fight the fire and pro-
tect property. To accomplish the lat-
ter purpose they were drawn up in a
| cordon with fixed bayonets and kent on
| duty for many hours, the rest of the
force using two war department fire
‘engines.

Womnn Killed by Tree.

The loss is estimated at $310,000 with
linsurance of $150,000. The heaviest in-
surance losers are local companies.
