askedWashington, April 12. — Shipping 
complications of an extended character 
between the U. S. and Great Britain 
and her dominions are regarded here 
as not improvable as a result of a con­
troversy between the Washington and 
Ottawa Governments over two small 
vessels on the Great Lakes.

The ships were purchased from the 
shipping board under contracts which 
stipulated that they should not be used 
in any manner which would violate the 
laws of the U. S., and for that reason 
they were refused registry by the 
Canadian Government. The particular 
language contained in the contracts 
and held objectionable by the Cana­
dian Government, apparently with the 
backing of London, was drafted by the 
Department of Justice to prevent any 
purchaser of shipping board vessels 
from using them as rum-runners.

The Canadian authorities notified 
Secretary Hughes that they could not 
admit to Canadian registry ships 
which were subject to domestic laws 
of the U. S.

An answer to the Canadian note, 
Ti^|ded to Sir Auckland Geddes for 
transmission to the Ottawa Govern­
ment, contains a defence of the lan­
guage employed, and clearly states that 
the restrictions imposed upon oper­
ators of craft bought from the board 
are legal and enforceable from the U. 
S. point of view.

It is learned that the whole subject 
is under consideration at the London 
Foreign Office, and that a position sim­
ilar to that of Canada may be an­
nounced soon by the British Govern­
ment.

“Why do anti-unionists choose only 
the judgment of an Eratsian English 
churchman, Lord Halsbury, in prefer­
ence to the judgment of Lord Mc- 
Naughton and Lord Haldane, both of 
whom are distinguished Presbyterian 
lawyers,” continued the statement. 
“The judgment of the Law Lords, 
which anti-unionists applaud, had the 
effect of handing over the property, 
endowments, invested funds and build­
ings of the Free Church of Scotland 
throughout the whole of Scotland to a 
small minority, who were chiefly lo­
cated in the highlands. It created a 
situation so intolerable that the Brit­
ish House of Commons had to pass 
special legislation which virtually re­
versed the decision of the Law Lords. 
A commission was appointed for the 
apportionment of the property of the 
church, which probably gave less to 
the ‘wee-frees’ than they might have 
had, had they not gone into litigation.”
