DEATH_RATE NOT HGH BUT
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“(Continued from page 1.

This, indeed, is the anly good attained
by vaccination. It may, to many, seem
needless to make this assertion, but it
is not really so. Scores of times the
writer has been asked if vaccination did
not prevent children from taking diseases
other than small-pox, and also, if it did
not benefit the general health. It does
not do either of these, but that it does
safe-guard against small-pox is as well
proved as anything can possibly be.

Before the discovery of vaccination,
small-pox was the greatest scourge of
the human race. No age or conditions of
life, except in those who had already
had it and  survived, was at all exempt
from it. Many kings and queens and
* others in the highest ranks and most
carefully guarded, have died from it.
Dr. Jenner the discoverer of its preven-
tive, vaccination, was the greatest bene-
factor of ‘mankind that ever lived. By
means of this discovery, small-pox has
been largely banished from the civiliz-
ed world and, now, far less people die
of it, than from measles or whooping-
cough, or, indeed, from such an unusual
accident as death in an electric storm.

Yet, if vaccination were to be aban-
donied, it is very certain that the old
order of things would return, and that
small-pox would again rise to be the
most prolific of all causes of death. As
it is, probably, the most infectious of
all diseases, and its poison capable of
existing. in full virulence for many
years in old clothes and rags and so
forth, no amount of isolation and sanit-
ory regulation would suffice to effect-
ively narrow its scope.

A little later, a formal announcement
of the hours and days for free vaccina-
tion by the public health authorities
will be made in the press.

Warning Against Typhoid

Another word of warning fhould be
repeated against the frequent habit, es-
pecially of young people, of drinking
from brooks and springs within, or in
the near neighborhood of, the city. All
such places are most liable to pollution,
and, already, there is very strong evi-
dence that two or. three cases of typhoid
fever at' present existing in the city,
have ‘had their origin in this-way.
