London, July 22.—Truth to-day prints 
the story of another mutiny in the 
British army which has been kept secret 
up to the present The mutinous 
soldiers are those of the second battalion 
of the Coldstream guards, one of the 
crack regiments of the realm. The men 

greatly dissatisfied at the extra duty 
which they were compelled to perform 
during the recent visit of the Emperor 
of Germany to London. The fact to­
gether with the refusal of the officers to 
grant the men at least a day free from 
doty led to open insubordination during 
drill at St. James Park. The men were 
marched back to Wellington barracks. 
Orders were issued confining the men to 
barracks for three days as a punishment 
and ten senior privates were placed under 
arrest with a view of trying them by 
court martial The main body of guards­
men thereupon barricaded themselves in 
one of the rooms and declined to emerge 
until the order affecting the ten seniors 
would be rescinded. After much parley 
the mutineers finnally yielded.

Hanover, N. H., July 20.—This after­
noon the body of Christie Warden was 
committed to the earth, and tonight the 
search for her murderer is going on with 
unabated zeal.

The funeral service was held at the 
home from which the girl was so sud­
denly taken, and beneath the roof that 

9 has sheltered for so many months her 
assassin. *

The services were simple, but affect­
ing. T he officiating clergyman was Rev. 
S. P. Leeds, D. D., the pastor of thç CoL 
lege Church in Hanover, of whose flock 
the dead girl had been a member.

A vast crowd attended the service, and 
hundreds of people were unable to enter 
the house which was filled with mourn­
ing friends. •

The body of the victim reposed in a 
rosewood coffin and was completely bur­
ied in flowers. The members of the 
family were overcome with griefi 

During the services and at the close 
1000 persons pressed forward to take a 
last look at the form of their dead friend.

During the progress of the funeral, the 
crowd which thronged the yard was 
agitated by rumors that the murderer 
had been seen upon Blueberry hill, an 
eminence a mile or so to the east of the 
village, and a party at once set out in 
that direction.

While these rumors were agitating the 
people of Hanover, parties in other 
sections were on the lookout for the 
much-wanted man, and Sheriff Brigham 
was notified that a man answering 
Almy’s description had been arrested 
at Newbury, Vt. Upon investigation, 
the man proved not to be Almy.

The sheriff was also notified that Almy 
had been seen at Wells river at mid­
night, and the authorities at St Johns- 
bury, and other towns along the line, 
were notified to be on the lookout 

The students of Dartmouth Medical 
college are very much excited by the 
tragedy, and searching parties are con­
stantly recruited from their number ar­
rayed in tennis blazers and caps and 
armed with rifles and revolvers.

Yesterday the sheriff received notice

He thought the mnrderer, if the man 
mentioned in the telegram should 
prove to be him, is somewhere in the 
vicinity of the Canada line.

The theory of every experienced man 
is that the murderer crossed the Connec­
ticut river and made his way into 
Vermont within a very few minutes af­
ter committing his crime and from 
there attempted to make his way to 
Canada. Upon this hypothesis the offi­
cers are proceeding tonight, and when 
the midnight train leaves Norwich to­
night it will carry with it Col. B. H. 
Corning, the deputy sheriff from Little­
ton, who has been the terror of criminals
