A Great Gathering Three thousand 
persons witnessed the consecration of a 
new and handsome chnrch At Saulnier- 
ville, Digby Co., on Wednesday of last 
week.

Inquest :—On Wednesday morning last 
an adjourned inquest was held by Coroner 
Dr. Fallen on the body of a man named 
George Busteed, late Fireman on board 
the tug boat, Gladiator, aged about 35 
years. The body was found floating off 
the Hon. Mr, Muirhead’s wharf on the 
afternoon of Tuesday last, and was brought 
ashore and placed in one of the Hon. Mr. 
Muirhead’s buildings, where it was viewed 
by the coroner and his jury, after which 
the inquest was adjourned until 10 a. m., 
on Wednesday morning. The evidence 
shewed that the deceased had been seen 
by Police Constable Forest on Tuesday 
evening the 20th inst, about 7.30, on his 
way down to Letson’s wharf, where his 
boat was lying, The Jury returned a 
verdict of accidental drowning.

We learn that the deceased was also 
seen by a man named William Woods, 
who has since left town, at about 9.30 on 
the evening of the 20tly who stated ‘Bus­
teed was much intoxicated, and that he 
(Woods) turned him down towards the 
boat, he promising to go on board, but 
only his walking stick was fpund next 
morning on the wharf by the Capt. of the 
Gladiator. Busteed belonged to St. John 
and is said to have married at Newcastle 
some years ago, but was separated from his

Chatham, 28 Sept., 1881. Dissolution.The Toronto Globe is one of the few 

dailies in the Dominion which deem our 
fishery interests of sufficient importance 
to merit their aid in placing the abuse of 
them before the public. It says •—

A correspondent sends us a brief account 
of the proceedings of a commission ap­
pointed to investigate complaints connect­
ed with the salmon fisheries of the Resti- 
gouche and Metapedia rivers. The com­
missioners selected by the Minister of 
Marine and Fisheries were Mr. Rodgers 
and Dr. McRoberte, and in the course of 
their inquiries, these gentlemen appear to 
have elicited some curious facts. The 
evidence taken goes to show that a system 
characterized by laxity and favouritism 
prevails where the law ought to be carried 
out with stringency and fairness. It was 
testified that Mr. Whitcher, Commissioner 
of Fisheries, had been seen fishing on 
Sunday, and that Mr. Mowat, the local 
inspector, had in spite of remonstrance 
persisted in fishing after six o’clock on 
Saturday evening. One man stated that 
during the time of his employment as 
guardian on the river, he worked on the 
farm of Mr. Mowat, and also of his son- 
in-law, a Mr. Nelson. Mr. Mowat, it 
appears, signed some of the receipts for 
money paid to another man by the Gov- 
eminent for services rendered. One wit­
ness testified that he saw' Whitcher and 
others fishing on Sunday on the Kedgwiek, 
a stream set apart for breeding purposes, 
and that when one of the guardians 
remonstrated with Mowat against this 
open breach of the law by an official of 
the Department, he was told “to mind his 
own business, or something to that effect.’»

he himself had been paid a certain sum 
by Mowat, he had at the latter’s request 
signed two receipts, one for the sum paid 
and the other in blank. Another witness 
swore that he had received only $10 for a 
boat for which the Government 
charged $15, and that though he 
credited with the receipt of $32 for work 
done at Indian House, he has never either 
done work there or received the money. 
It is only fair to say that Mowat professed 
to be able to explain this latter transac­
tion, but no explanation can get rid of the 
singularity of this manner of bookkeeping. 
For work done by this same witness two 
years ago, the sum of $10 was charged in 
the Blue Book, but he had never received 
anything for doing it until a month ago, 
when Mowat gave him $7, after he had 
made complaint to the Department. 
These charges ought to be enquired into.

There are worse charges than the above 
against W. H. Venning and his associates 
in connection with official rascalities on 
the Miramichi, but a commission cannot 
be secured to investigate them.
