This increased expenditure took place 
notwithstanding the fact that the re­
venue had fallen off from $96,000,000 
to $84.500.000. ▼Public Debt Increased.

Tt was shown also that the public 
debt had been Increased in the last 
two fiscal years by no less than $60,- 
000,000, an increase of debt in two 
years which exceeded the aggregate 
increase of debt that had taken place 
in the previous twenty years from 
1886 to 1906. and that during the 
four remaining years of this Parlia­
ment the public debt must necessarily 
he increased at even a higher rate 
than that which is indicated by the 
alarmfhg figures of the past two years.
It was no wonder that the public cred­
it of Canada was now at a lower mark 
that it had reached at any time since 
Confederation.

Mi. Ames, of Montreal, in one of 
the ablest financial criticisms that 
has been heard in Parliament, show­
ed that the RECKLESS ADMINIS­
