Plundering of Provincial Finances and Gave Every
Chance for Kite-flying by Dishonest Public Officials

All this is Now Changed---The Bookkeeping Methods
of the ‘Clarke Government the Best in Canada.

For & quarter of a century—from
the time the Blair government came
into power, in 1883, down to the de-
feat of the Robinson government, in
1908—the governmment system of book-
keeping was the worst possible, en-

g the plundering of the pro-
clal finances and giving every
nce for kite-flying by dishonest

public officials.

Al this was chaniged by Honourable
Mr. Hazen and his government soon
after coming into power, and, at the
present time, the methods followed by
the gov t, led by I ble
George J. Clarke, are considered the
most perfect of any of the systems in
Canada. Under it, it is not possibie
for the pofficials of any department to
help themselves at any time out of
the public treasury and have their in-
debtedness covered up in a “suspense
account,” as had been the case down
to the time of the overthrow of the
government led by Homourable C. W.
Robinson, who is now taken up by
the panty of “purity” as the political
Moses who is to lead Pugsley, Tweed!e
Carveli, Oarter, Venoit, Copp, et al
back to the land flowing with milk
and honey,

1t will be remembered that before
the elections of 1908,there wals a de-
mand on the part of the then opposi-
tion for a changed system of govern-
ment : bookkeeping, and there was a
dispute between Mr. Hazen, leading
the ition, and Mr. Robi the
premier, as to the exact conditiom of
the finances of the province.

Premier Robinson stated that he
had pothing to conceal and that he
“would engage a chartered-accountant
“to make a thorough examination of
the financial affairs of the province,
and that the resuit of such exariina-
tion would be given to the public be-
fore the then pending election.

The election took place on March
3nd, 1908, and the report of the audi-
tor appears to be dated March 15th

that year, Whether the report wasg

rposely held back or not is not now
: rtant. The auditors were Messrs,
Jenking and Hardy, chartered ac-
oountants of Toronto. These extracts
from the report make interesting read-
ing:

“We were surprised to find on going
over the books of this department
that the cheques weré all signed by
T, B. Winslow, the secretary, and
that ;arge sums of money are drawn
from the bank on this gentleman's
own signature, without any counter-
gigning, This in our opinion is not
correct. We do mot question the ac-
curacy of the payments made on foot
ot saild cheques, but the special ac-
count in the B. N. A= bank, at which
there is a debit balance as at 31st
October, 1907, of $78,893.81, has no
further check on it than the individ-
ual cheque of Mr, T. B. Winslow.”

“The books in this department re-
quire to be gone over and a new sya-
tem installed.

“We think that all payments, both
fbcoming and outgoing should be re-
ceived and made through the Receiver
Generai’s office.

“In the balance sheet of the prov-
ince there is a liability of $2,656.23
for sundry accounts. On going into

e matter with Mr, JFlewelling, the
knty Surveyor General, we found

- t a similar system existed in ais

department to the one in the Public
‘Works Department, so far as the sign-
ing of chegies is councerned, but Mr.
Fleweiling has no special account in
the bank for his department. He
uses his own private bank account,
jodging the money coming into the
department to the credit of this ac-

Sis audit.”

Under such a system, men like Hon-
orable Wm. Pugsley and Honorable
Y. J, Tweedie had tremendous scope
for their speculative proclivities.

When the new Government came
into power, they found that when Mr.
Pugsley left the New Brunswick Pre-

he owed between $4,000 and
$5,000, and that it was not until after
ghe defent of the New Gov-,

ernment i 1908, that he, Pugsley, re-
turned this money to the Province.
They found, further, that there was
not one solitary year from 1901 to
1807 that he had not overdrawn his
account very largely.

By a vicioug system suspense ac-
count, he was able to keep the exact
facts from the Legislature, but when
the change of Government came in
1908, some idea of how Mr, Pugsley
played ducks and drakes with the fi-
nances of the Province was obtained.

At the close of the fiscal year 1901,
Mr. Pugsley owed the Province $2-
163.50. At the close of the fiscal year
1902, that account was reduced to
$1,748,00. The following year, how-
ever, it was increased to $6,227.04. In
1904, he owed the Province $7,314.64.
On October 31st, 1905, the balance
against him was $7,030.64. And in
1906, this amount was reduced to $6,
605.00. In 1907, when he left the Pre-
miership, he owed the Province $4,
331.00.

In view of these known facts, Mr.
Pugsley wag hardly the man to con-
trol the expenditures of the Central
Railway, inyelving, as it did, so many
hundreds of thousands of dollars of
the people’s money.

At the time of his tragic death, the
late Deputy Surveyor General's defal-
cation was $18,593.35. The sum of
$5,205.33 wasg received from the guar-
antee company on account of same,
making the net deficit $18,388.02,

The deceased gentleman was the
victim of a vicious system and was
probably more sinned against than
sinning. He had been permitted for
years to keep the finances of the prov-
ince mixed up with his own private
bank account—indeed, it looks almost
as though he had been encouraged to
do so.

Up to the present time, there has
been no attempt to explain why such
guarantees as these were made from
time to time to the Bank of British
North America at Fredericton:

While investigating the affairs of
the Crown Land Department immedi-
ately after the late Deputy Provincial
Secretary’s death, Mr, Robert Miller,
the well-known accountant, of Mon-
treal, made a discovery which did not
place Honorable L. J. Tweedie, former
Premier and Surveyor General of the
Province, in any too favorable a light.
Had he not been Governor of the Prov-
ince when the discovery was made, a
great deal more might have been
heard of the matter than was heard
at the time.

Mr. Miller reported as follows:

The account
I refer to starts in Mr. Flewelling's
books in February 1893, and continues
in these books down to 8th October,
1896, when the account -disappears
from Mr. Flewelling’s books thus “By
amount arranged with Mr. Babbit.” I
endeavored to follow this item into
Mr. Babbitt's books but failed. In place
of it, however, I find that there was

“This balance was carried forward
each year in the Receiver General’s
books until the 23rd of October, 1906,
on which date the Hon. L. J. Tweedie
paid cash to Mr. G. N. Babbitt, D, ...
G., amounting to $13,686.76. This sum
was placed to the credit of the Crown
Land Suspense Account and so closed
the account, Three days later, namely,
the 26th of October 1906, the Bank of
British North America was authoriz
ed to grant an additional ten thousand
dollars overdraft to Mr. W. P. Flewel-
ling bringing the total amount of over-
draft authorized up to $25,000.

“At the close of the Fiscal Year
1906, (81st October), I find the bank
pass book shows an overdrawn bal-
ance of $28,457.14, an amount which
being in excess of the authorized ever-
draft, I have today asked the Manager
to explain as to what security he held
for the excess.

“I have not gone far enough into this
matter to have drawn any definite con-
clusions, but I know that Mr. Flewel-
ling’s deficit arises In the following
way:—

(1) He deposited more money in
salary than he appears to have drawn
out in personal cheques as far as I
have gone in my Investigation.

(2- That during the period investi-
gated he pald the Receiver General
cheques on account of stumpage, etc.,
in excess of what he deposited, that
is, if we leave warrants deposited out
of account,

(3) In this way he was practical-
1y paying stumpage, etc., or a consid-
erable sum thereof of warrants which
he received from the Receiver General,
and the inference is that he was re-
taining the cash collected on stumpage
and other llke accounts.
