Three Masted Schooner M. E.

Havana, May 31—The loss of the
schooner M. E. Eldridge, of Dennis,
Mass.,, and the death of her captain,
George Delbat, and one member of
her crew, who perished from exposure
and starvation, became known today
when eight survivors of the Eldridge
were brought in“here by a British
schooner. The M. E. Eldridge left
Tampa, Fla., May § for Cienfugos, but
sprang & leak and sank in a hurricane
encountered when three days out from
Tampa.

The .rescued men were picked up
after drifting for 18 days in a small
boat without water and with only a
few canned peaches for food. The
sailors declared they caught a shark
with ropes and drank its blood to sus
tain life.

He thought that the work proposed
to be done should not be classified
as permanent roads, but as special
road improvements. He did not think
the time was ripe to build permanent
roads, and the outlay for the same
would be greater than the province
could stand. As minister of publig
works, he had made special expendi-
tures on the roads last year, and felt
that good value had been received for
the money,

He thought the bill should define
more clearly what use was to be made
of the money. It seemed to him that
the bill would permit the engineers
to classify any king of roads as com-
ing umder the act.

Hon, Mr .Veniot—"It would be bet-
ter to have them classified by the
engineer than by the minister, as has
been done in the past.”

Hon. Mr. Smith continuing, said
that the roads had not been clasgified
by him, but the engineer. He felt
that any good road policy that did
not provide for the betterment of
every mile of road was not a well
defined policy.

UNITED STATES ARMY
PATROLLING BORDER

Sixteen Government Troops
Slain in Two Hours

Battle.

Presidio, Texas, May 31--Francisco
Villa tonight holds a border port op-
posite an Amerfcan town and again
United States troops gre patrolling
the border, while Villa cavalrymen are
operating on the southern bank of
the Rio Grande.

Yesterday approximately 500 Villa
followers dashed into the little border
town of Ojinaga, opposite here, shout-
ing “Viva Villa,” and shooting right
and left as they rode. Only a handful
of Mexican government forces occu-
pied the town, General G. Figueroa,
General Garcia amd Colonel Riojas
having gone out Sunday night to en-
gage the Villa command which was
encamped at La Muela Pass, 35 miles
south of the border.

Carranza Troops Flee.

Fifty of the government forces of
75 men in Ojinaga succeeded in escap-
ing across the river to Presidio. Wo-
men and children followed behind
their men, carrying babies and
bundles. the 25 government
soldiers remaining 16 were killed dur-
ing the fighting, six were taken pris-
oners and three were wounded

The battle lasted two hours, after
which the shops and homes of the
Ojinaga residents ware looted.

Whether Villa was with his troops
has not been confirmed. No one was
permited to crose to the Mexican side
tonight. Mexicans ecoming to the
