THE BISHOPS WILL CASE

Evidenee All In and Court Decides
Prima Facie Case Has Been Made
Out--Counsel’s Addresses.

In the probate court yesterday the evi-
dence in connection with the late Bishop
Sweeny’s will was concluded and counsel
were heard.

The taking of evidence over, Dr. Pugs-
ley, addressing the court, admitted that
a prima facie case had been made out.
There were two points on which he of-
fered no objection: these were the mental
capacity of the late bishop to make a wiil
and the due execution of the will, but he
did contend that the testator only devised
of his private property two legacies, one
of $100 and the othér of $500, to the exe-
cutors, and that his sole object in making
the will was to prevent any mistakes that
might arise from corporation property
being vested in his mame. He had left
his private propeity entirely. undevised,
and the effect of that was that the exe-
cutors should administer it for the next
of kin. Assuming that he was wrong in
€his contention, then he denied that there
was any power in the corporation to re-
ceive a devise of redl estate by reason of
the prohibitory clause in the incorporatior.
This question must arise and it was to be
settled whether it should be disposed of
now by allegations, 'and if it was to be

decided now he would ask that Mr. Glee |

son be given time to‘put in a statement
of the fixed chdrges on the properties.
The question regarding the real estate
could properly be tried by suit of eject-
ment, and if the cdhurch had exceeded its
right to hold property this must be de-
termined by the court. On behalf of his
client he expressed appreciation of the
kindness of Bishop Casey and Mr. Carle-
ton in giving him all desired information,
and he suggested it might be possible to
agree on a special case that could be de-
cided and would greatly reduce the costs.

Mr. Qarleton said the question was
whether Right Rev. John Sweeny left a
will, was this his will, did he exempt it
in due form, and did he have testamentary
capacity.

action for ejectment in the supreme court,
or whether they filed a bill in equity to
have a construction of the will, then, as
Mrs. Travers knew, that he (Mr. Carle
ton) was the one who was witness of the
whole that passed between her and her
brother, must of necessity, step out of the
case and become a witness.

Mr. Carleton said it would be the iromny
of fate if the late bishop’s sister should
come in ahead of the children and or-
phans to whom he consecrated his life, and
ahead of Bishop ©Casey and the 60,000
Catholics of his diocese for whom he had
so long labored.

Dr. Pugsley said it was the first time
he had heard the representative of a
great corporation in a probate case op-
posing the next of kin and in almost
plaintive tones appealing for sympathy.
He. felt that many Catholics would re-
sent such an appeal and would agree that
if Mrs. Travers was entitled to any prop-
erty outside of church property she
ought to have it.. He was not asking for
sympathy, but a fair measure of justice,
and did not see any necessity of appeal-
ing to prejudice or sympathy. He regret-
ted that Mr. Carleton was to leave the
case and gsked the judge to decide on
the prima fadie case, and as to whether
or not he must make ‘allegations.

Mr. Carleton said it was not a question

for the court to decide that the church
could not take the property because it
already had as much as the law allows,
for if Mr. Pugsley’s contention on that
point was correct then he argued that
the’ moment they exceeded the amount
allowed by law the excess went not to
Mrs. Travers, or any other relative, but
to the king. He was willing for a
special case if- they could agree om the
facts.
Judge Trueman said it was not neces-
gary for him to decide the points raised.
The mental capacity of the testator and
the execution of the will had not been
essailed and he would, therefore, consider
that a prima facie case had been estab-
lished. As to the construction of the will
he believed the probate oourt could give
a construction, if not direct, in such a
way that an appeal could be takem to the
supreme court. He was not sure that, the
question of the right of the corporation
to hold property yielding more than $4,000
could come before him. It was open to
Mr. Pugsley to file allegations and on
these he would decide the points as they
arose. He decided the will proved prima
facie and would call upon Mr. Pugsley to
declare his intemtions.

Dr. Pugsley said the did not oppose
probate, but he did allege intestacy as
to all the individual property except the
two legacies. All the rest should go to
his client, and he also denied the right
of the corporation to take the property
on the corner of Sydney and Union
streets.

Mr. Carleton contended that Dr. Pugs-
ley must support or oppose the will and
Judge Trueman gave the latter 10 days
in which to file allegations.

GREAT STRIKE ON C. P. R.
IS BEING TALKED OF.

Sectionmen Dissatisfied and Question ls,
Will a Tie-up Result.

Ottawa, June 12.—(Special)—Are the
section men of the Canadian Pacific Rail-
way preparing for a giant strike from ocean
to ocean, that with the assistance of the
other employes of the company, will tie
up the great road?

That question is being asked here today.
A section man on the road said the wages
the men got were not satisfactory; they
had to work long hours for $1.15 a day.
It: was also claimed that the number of
hands on each section is smaller than is
customary on other railways, near Otta-
wa, at least. The men say that they often
work 12 hours a day. They expect that
if they go out on strike, the agents of the
company at all the stations and all the
stationary employes of the road will go
out too and that they will stand a good
chance of getting $1.50 for a day’s work.

The railway officials- say that the talk
of a strike is confined to a few men and
that there is nothing in it, whatever.
They claim that the C. P. R. men are
paid as high as amy others in similar

work on the continemt, .

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STRIKERS SAY ONE THING AND
MAINE CENTRAL SAYS ANOTHER,

Both Sides Claim the Upper Hand in the Strike Situation--
The Men State Their Grievances--Asking

THE $500 GOLD CASE

Examination - of  Dujay at
Moncton Yesterday.

Moncton, June 12—(Special)—The pre-
liminary eéxamination of John Dujay on
cherge of stealing the $500- express pack-
age, was begun this morning before Police
Magistrate Kay. A. B. Chandler ,K. C,
appeared for the prosecution and W. A.
Russell, of Shediac, for the accused. The
complainant is Jas. Robertson, special
Canadian express agent, Montreal.

The withiessés edamined today were G.
F. Case, St. Johm, express messenger on
No. 2 train between St. John and Amherst;
J. L. Guptill, to wirom the money was
sent, and Conductor John McFadzen, who
acts as express messenger on the Shediac
branch.

Case’s evidence was that on May 29 he
received a money package of $500 in gold
which he delivered to Conductor McFad-
zen at Painsec Junction.

Mr. Guptill told of imquiries made by
him for the expected parcel and of dis-
covery that the parcel had been stolen.

QOonductor McKadzen was on . the stand
nearly all the forenoon, being under cross-
examination by Mr. Russell most of the
time. When court adjourned McFadzen
was still on the stand and will be re-
examined by counsel for the prosecution.
His evidence was the most interesting of-
fered. In his direct examination he told
of receiving the money package from Ex-
press Messenger Oase at Painsec May 29,
and that the same had been delivered to
John Dujay, the accused, at Shediac. The
order book showed initials of the accused
as receiving ‘the parcel. McFadzen’s evi-
dence was considerably weakened in cross-
examination. He admitted that at the in-
vestigation held by the express officials
Saturday last he had said that he did not
think he delivered the package to Dujay,
but had given it to A. J. Webster, ex-
press agent at Shediac. McFadzen also
admitted that when first spoken to he had
said that he did not remember receiving
the bag of gold on May 29. It was only
when he looked at his record that he was
able to recollect anytthing about it.

‘Phe pearl weighs 103 grains, is three-
fourths of an inch-long and five-eights of
an ineh in diameter. It is pear shaped,
and perfectly symimetrical. It has a pink
lustre. An ordinaty. pearl weighs .four
grains.

Mr. Dakin today bad an offer of $40,000
for the pearl, but refused it. If his price
‘is not accepted hépre he"will take the gem
to Europe. The ciriosity of the clam dig-
ger’s wife is responsible for the pearl not
being overlooked. The digger had obtain-
ed the clam containing the pearl near
Lansing, Iowa, in the Mississippi River.
The clam had been thrown aside, when
his wife called her husband to dinner on
May 27 last. She picked up one of the
clams from a heap and opened it and
found the pearl. :

Pay.

Portland, Me., June 12—The general
grievance committee in connection with
the Maine Central strike, today announced
that not only is a demand made for an
increase in wages, but other concessions
also are asked of the road. Some of them
are:

That 10 hours shall constitute a day’s
work—tihe men to receive time and a half
for all extra time and double time for
Sunday work; that no maintenance of way
or fuel men shall be discharged for serv-
ing on any grievance committee; and that
section men shall be allowed free use of
company’s dwellings, with fuel, at points
where men live in such dwellings.

The exact increases demanded are as
follows: :

Yard foremen and men on the system
shall receive an increase of 25 cents per
day, excepting yard foremen at Portland,
Waterville, Bangor, Brunswick and Bath,
who shall be paid not less than $2.50 per
day; foremem on Mountain and Quebec
division shall receive not less than 35 cents
per day increase, and the Rockland branch
section hands seven cents per day. ‘dlhis
rule shall apply to all extra and fence
gangs. All coal shovellers and hoisters on
the entire system shall receive a minimum
of $1.75 per day.

General Manager Evans, of the Mainc
Central, today said:

“Everything is going along very well.
Fifty new men have been put at work to-
day and a number of the old men have
returned to the positions they left. Even
where the section men are out, every mile
of the road between Portland and Old-
town is regularly patrolled.” ,

The strikers claim that their numbers
are being increased, while the management
of the road believes that the places of the
men will be filled within a few days. This
evening, at the strikers’ headquarters, the
following statement was issued:

“All our reports tell of a firmer deter-
mination on the part of foremen and men
to remain by the promise contained in
their certificates of authority and see the
matter through to the end.

“A report of a foreman discharged for
incompetency some years ago coming back
to seab, shows just what sort of men only
could be got to put in charge of the track
and the chances the travelling public have
to run. As to patrolling the track with
an engine and train, it simply does little
good and might do harm. 'That a man on
an engine or caboose can tell wheiher he
leaves the track safe or whether his has
been the train that broke the rail that
wrecked the next train no one could tell.
They might drive cattle off the track or
remove obstructions which some evil-mind-
ed person might place on the rails, but as
to this plan being effective inspection, it
most eertainly is not. t

“Phe wages of the men who sweep the
streets of Portland are, I am told, $1.65
per day. The wages the M. C. R. think
enough for its main line toreman, where
its heaviest and fastest passenger trains
run, $1.75. And the street sweepers work
only nine hours to earn their $1.65, thus
making their 18 cents per hour; our fore-
men work 10 hours and bear, as all rail-
way men know, the lives of all who travel
by rail in their hands, and their pay is
174 cents per hour, actually less than the
street sweepers of Portland.”

“And the business of the road is excel-
lent, the stock rating high, their ability
to pay the increased rate is undoubted,
and I am sure from the example quoted
no one will dispute the justice of our
claim.

“The men’s case is $1.25 per ten hours
of the heaviest, hardest work involving
in its careless performance, or by in-
competent men {and we all know what
kind of a workman a man low enough to
scab in a busy time like the present is)
the destruction of human lives and valu-
able propenty, the rate being thus 13}
cents per hour; and the coal shovellers
are in even worse case, no increase being
granted them, their pay being 123 cents
per hour for heavy, dirty work. And just
one word more, the worse the weather in
the fiercest rain, in the most desperate
snow blockade or the fiercest blizzard,
these are the times when most of all
others we are out. How would you like
to be out in last winter's storms on the
clothing and food of $1.25 per day or the
coming winter at $1.357 :

“We ask a minimum of $1.50 for men
and $2 for foremen. Is it too much?
~ “The Portland crews who have been
spoken of as being at work are not kill-
ing themselves these days. They are fecl-
ing very keenly their position and their
quitting is only a matter of time.”

The Maine Central management report-
ed this evening that the situation is im-
proving and quite a number of those who
suspended have returned to work. There
is every reason to believe that quite a
number of the men who are out will be
ready to offer their services before the
close of the present week which of
course, will be left vo the discretion of
roadmasters as to whether they will be
re-employed. ;
