I INTERESTING CASE

Steamer Beaver Arrested Under the
Employers’ Liability Act.

Isaac C. B. Thurber, of this city, claims

$700 damages for injuries weceived on
board the steamer Beaver om July 10th
last, and accondingly bad the steamer ar-
rested Wednesday afternoon. ‘Mr. Thur-
ber claims that at the time of the accident
the steamer was taking on cargo at Turm-
bull’s wharf. Mr. Thurber was assisting
in putting freight into the hold,, and while
standing on one of the hatches the en-
gineer suddenly reversed the engine, with
the result that the barrel hooks used in
fowering freight caught back on the hatch,
out of position, precipitating Mr. Thurber
into the hold of the vessel. He received
serious injuries on his back and feet and
was laid up for over a month in the Gen-
eral Public Hospital of this city. The ac-
tion is brought under the Employers Li-
ability Act of 1903, which makes the own-
ers of a boat, signal, or any sort of ma-
chinery liable for injuries sustained by an
employe through the megligence of a fel-
low employe. J. King Kelley is solicitor,
with Dr. A. A. Stockton, K. C., as coun-
se} for the plaintiff.
