- Month,

Pittsburg, Pa., April 1—Fourteen years
|ago Alexander Berkmann, anaychist, en-
i tered the Pittsburg office of Henry C.
| Frick and made a desperate attempt to

(kill that coke and steel magnate.

On the 18th of next May Alexander
Berkmann; student and linguist, will be
| released from prison in Allegheny county,
| Pennsylvania. |
! Physically, the released prisoner will be
!the same man who attempted to end so
| violently the life of Mr. Frick. In other
{ways it will be an entirely new person
{who will walk forth to freedom. ILong
| years behind prison bars have converted
'him into a student and philosopher.

! During his incarceration he has master-
ied six languages. The red fires of anar-
chy no longer inflame his brain. Religi-
!ous influences have had their effect upon
! him. ]

| Many persons, perhaps, have forgotten
{both Berkmann and his crime, yet they
'startled the nation during the days of the
! great Homestead strike in 1892.

|~ Mr. Frick was.one of the managers of
| the steel industry when it grappled in
, gigantic struggle with its workmen. Berk-
i mann was &o radical, at the other end of
| the scale, that he was classed as a Jead-
ing anarchist. :

| During the excitement of the industrial
controversy Berkmanm found his way in-
{to the Pittsburg offices of Mr. Frick,
| reached that magnate's presence and shot
{him twice. Then the assailant attempted
{to complete his work with a dagger.

Overpowered before he could accom-
{ plish his full purpose, Berkmann was hur-

kried to jail. Being convicted at his trial,
I'he was given a fifteen-year term in the
]penitentiary for the attempt to kill.

|” This was suppdemented by & one-year
|for carrying concealed weapons.

{ Last July the penitentiary term expir-
|ed, having been cut short by commuta-
| tion for good behavior.

Then the prisoner was removed to the
county workhouse, and here again good
behavior cut short his imprisonment.

Trom the beginning of his long inear-
ceration Berkmann has been a model pris-
| oner, despite numerous stories to the con-
| trary.

Many and weird are the tales that have
been told of alleged attempts upon his
part to escape.

Some of the plans said to have been
concocted in his behalf have been worthy
| of the imagination of a dime novel writer.
| None, however, has been true.

ENORMOUS ROYALTIES .
FROM N. S. MINES!

Receipts Nearly $600 000 Last!
Year--Less Coal Mined ‘Than in|
1904--Many Gold Mines Closed
Down.

Halifdx, April 4—(Special)—According to'
the annual report of the department of
mines submitted to the house of assembly
today the amount of coal raised for the
past year in Nova Scotia was 5,050,420
tons as compared with 5,247,135 tons laat
year, a decrease of 196,715 tons. The out-
put of gold for the year was 15,550 ounces
as against 14,279 for the year 1904; 274,000
tons of iron ore were imported into Nova
Scotia during the year.

The revenue derived in royalties from
Nova Scotia minerals amounted to $613,811,
less $41,732 paid as bonus for coal con-
sumed by the Cape Breton steel companies
in the manufacture of iron and steel. The
returns of coal sold in 1905 were 4,475,284
tons, a decrease of 69,325 from the year
previous. - A total of 10,780 men were em-
ployed in Nova Scotia collieries, aggre:
gating 2,743,528 days labor. :

The report shows that gold and metal °
mining have fallen off to a very marked
degree, several mines having been closed
down. Gold mining operations, the report
says, present a gloomy aspect,
