accepted. As an illustration of how to use the “XKey to Pronunci-
ation” take the word “AKABA”. It will be noted that the accent
(") is above each of the vowels. By reference to the key the accent
() above the vowel “a’ denotes that the vowel has the full open
sound as in “far.”
