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later Norman church build by the
tamous Abbot Scotland, The actual
fombs of Archbishops Lawrence,
Mellitus and Justus have been dis-
ocovered, but the others were destroyed
when the Norman foundation wes
buill, Remains have also been dis-
oovered of & church between the two
periods of the Saxon and the Norman,
which bear ous the theory that when
St. Dunstan re-dedicated the Abbey
Ohurch, adding tbe name of 8%
Augustine in 978, he probably also
extended it as was the custom with a
re-dedication. Thase relics of Eng-
land's past are of exceeding interest
and serve also to stir up the dust
which accumulates in the public
mind and hides the Roman purple of
these old days of faith, And it is
worth remarking that every time one
of these old archiepiscopal tombs is
located and re-opened, the first thing
discovered is the Pallium, sure evi-
dence of Rome's Primagy.

ON THE BATTLE LINE

The war news for the past Week is
tar from cheering. Greece ¢ efinitely
gefuses to help Serbia, Owing to
divisions French Oabinet Foreign
Minister Deloasse resigned. Italy it
seems has reconsidered her decision
%o send troopa to the Balkans.
Roumanisa is still neutral but gives
no evidenoe that she will not line up
with the Teuton Allies if Russia
attempts to force her way through
Roumanian territory to Sexbia.
Sweden is strongly pro-German and
indications are not wanting that she
may enter the war o regain Finland.

Lord Milner, who- is considered as
one of the country's highest authori.
ties on the Near East, in the House
of Lords epoke thus of the Dax-
danelles campaign :

“ How about the enterprise at the
Dardanelles? I should have thought
that whatever evils had resulted from
the disastrous developmenta in the
Balkens, there was at least this
advantage—that it might give us an
opportunity, which may never reour,
for withdrawing from an enterprise
the successtul eompletion of which is
now hopeless. There may be, I will
admit, reasons known only to his
majesty’s Government why that
course ehould not be pursued. I
don’t want to press for these reasons
but when I hear statements that it
would be a terrible thing to abandon
our Dardanelles venture bscause
this would have so bad an effect in
Egypt, in.India and upon our pres-
tige in the East, I cannot help ask-
ing myself whether it will not have a
worse one if we persist in that enter-
prise and it ends in complete dis-
asten ?”

Coincidently the British casualty
list for the Dardanelles campaign was
announced a8 96,899 up to Oct. 9th.
At present violent fighting is taking
place and the Turkish wax office re-
ports that heavy losses are being in-
flicted on the allied troops.

On the other hand despite furious
attacks on the western front the
allied torces are holding their recent
gaine; while Russia, now supplied
with munitions, gives evidence of
being able to come back with a vigor-
ous offeneive campaign. This may mot
be too late to tuan the tide in the
Balkans. And, while the German
submarine activity has practically
ceased, British under-watex craft are
{ncreasingly active in the Black Sea,
Sea of Matmora and the Baltic.

THE BALEANS

The storm ocentre shifta for the
moment to Roumania. Berlin hears
that the Russian Government has
asked permissionto mazxch her troops
through Roumania to the aid ef the
Serbs. “ What will Roumania do in
guch an event?’ aske The Lokal
Anzeiger, and adde: “ Roumania
must choose quickly and without
hesitation. If she imitates Greece
and only registers a protest againsd
Russia’'s marching thxough, the
central powers oannot remain in.
different.”

This is & threat of war, and will
be 8o regarded in Roumanisa. There
are no signs that a Rnssian expedi-
tion has set eail from Odessa for the
Bulgarian coast. The presense of
German submarines in Varna dis-
tinctly increases the peril of such an
expedition. Werxe Roumania te per-
mit Russian troops fo pass $hrough to
Bulgaria by land she could hardly
expect to stop there. Such a step
would be followed inevitably by
active participation in the Balkan
campaign on the side of the Allfes.

Unless the Russlans make a move
scon the Serbian resistance to the
Austro. German advance up the Mox-
ava will not be prolonged. The
advance has begun along both banks
of the River and the town of Pozar-
evac has been captured after a stift
fight. The Bulgars are now well
across the Serbian eastern frentien,
and the line of their advanoce
shows that their past in the strategy
of the enemy is %o cul the railway
between Nish and $he Greek trentier,
g0 that the Franco British army will
not be able to get into touch with
the Serbs. The German idea is to
envelop amd destroy the Serbian
army while the Bulgass prevent re-

lled from the south. Already the
Serbians have removed their capital
to Mitrovitza, near the Montenegrin
boundary, which indicates & belief
that Nish is in danger.

IN FRANCE

Late last night Sir John French
sent the War Cffice » brief but cheer-
ful message stating that the British
troops have improved their positions
in the Hohenzollern redoub$, and
ocontinue to hold all the ground
gained in the attack of Wednesday.

The midnight French report
records two German gains and one
advance by the French. The
German made a spectacular win asa
result of a general attack on the
French front south of Hartmeanns-
Wellerkopt in the southern Vouges.
The assault was made over a front of
about three miles, and was preceded
by & violent bombardment with
shells of all calibres and heavy
bombs with prejections of burn-
fog oil. It was re ulsed on
nearly the entire fronf, but the
Germans succeeded in reoccupying
the trenches on the very summit of
Hartmanns-Weilerkopt and in pene-
trating two French telephone stations
near the summit. The French won
Hartmanns-Weilerkopt on March 26,
after farious fighting, The Germans
have several times challengsd their
possession of the mountaintop, and
once falsely claimed to have retaken
it. The position is one of the com-
mending hills on the easterly spur of
the Vosges, and is situated northeast
of Thann, The Germans have shown
marked activity Iately in the region
midway between Colmar and Maul-
hausen.—Globe, Oct. 16,

“THE ABIDING SORROW OF A
CONVERT CLERGYMAN"

The three sentences (says ‘‘Alfon-
sus”) which we quote from a London
contemporary well deserve to be re-
membered. They form the conclu-
sion of a series of articles in which
Mr. Herbert E. Hall, MA, a recent
convert of distinction, has been tear-
ing to tatters the arguments of
“Father” Puller in defence of the
Anglo-Catholic  position. “Father”
Puller, it is true, has been answered
before by Dr. Luke Rivington, Dom
Chapman, O. 8. B., and others ; but
Mr. Hall has done it again in his own
way with the advantage of being able
to pulverise the latest arguments
“‘Father” Paller had advanced against
his opponents. No doubt “The
Monarchical Claims of Rome” will
appear later in book form ; coming
trom the scholarly pen of the author
of “The Shadow of Peter,” they are
well worthy of publication in a per-
manentform, Here are thesentences
referred to :

“When we contrast our experience
of High Church Anglicanism, and its
peseudo Catholicism, with our life in
the Catholic Church, we can only say,

THE REV, R, J. CAMPBELL AND THE
CRUOIFIXION OF CANADIANS

Though we have hesitated to be-
lieve the horribie reports of the
crucifixion ¢f Canadian soldiers by
the Germans, the following state-
ment made by the Rev. R, J. Camp-:
bell in the City Temple, London, on
Sunday, from his experiences at the
front seem to claim a place :

I aleo met a grim young Canadian
who said he wanted to go back be-
cause he had debts to pay. He had
secn with his own eyes two Canadian
sergeants crucified. I said to him,
‘‘Perhaps they were nailed up after
they were dead.” ''You would not
have thought o if you had seen
their faces,” he replied.

COULD HE HIT A CHURCH

One of the stories one most often
hears in Paris is that of the gunner
in charge of a battery of seventy-
five. Snipers had been at work in a
neighboring village. Finally they
were run to earth in the village
church.

“Can you hit the church?” the
gunner was asked. ‘‘Most certainly,
my officer,” he replied. “Ispecialize
in churches.” h

The fous guns spoke at once, and
the church and the snipers dissolved
together. Afterward the efficer
wondered what the gunner meant by
his remark.

“Why did you say you specialize
in churehes ?"” he asked.

“] am o priest,” was the grim reply.

That fsn’t told with any sneering
under-motive, in spite of the fre-
quently-expressed belief that the
French are an irreligious people.

One of the others a hairy veteran
glares at him with disgust:

“Well,” he growls, "‘are we playing
cards or ave we not?”

FAITHKEEPING

IRELAND'S LOYALTY HAD BEEN
PLEDGED LONG BEFORE THE
WAR BEGAN

To the Editor of The New York
Times :

The suggestion upon which Mr.
Sheehy Skefington bases his lengthy
letter in The Times would be as im-
practical as any that ever emanated
from the brain of the wierdest of
long-haived poets. He says that
“on Aug. 3, 1914, Mr. John Redmond
leader of Natienalist Ireland, had the
finest opportunity of dramabtically
and effectively asserting Ireland’s
national rights that has fallen to the
lot of any Irish leader within living
memory,” and gees on to claim that
in the then conditions—the entrance
of England into the European war—
“Mr, Redmond should have risen in
the House of Commons $o say simply
‘I have no mandate trom my constit-
uents with regard to a European
war. Iand my colleagues will now
return to Ireland to consult the
Trish people as to what our attitude
should be.” He then makes com-
ment that: “Had he said this and
walked out of the House, the effect
would have been electrical.”

Mr. Skeffington probably does net
know or chooses to ignore the fact
that every constitutional movement
for self-government approved by the
people of Ireland, from that of O'Con-
pell to John E. Redmond, was based
upon the strongest poasible assur-
ances that a sell-governed Ireland
would be a loyal, frieadly member of
the empire partnership. 0'Connell
pamed his movement the " Loyal
National Repesl Association” and
the repeal button that each member
was supposed fo wear a8 An insignia
bore the motto, ‘God BSave the
Queen.” 'The Irish Home Govern-
ment Association of Isanc Butt, found-
ed in 1871, was on eimilar lines ; the
Irish National Land League of 1879
was more radical—in taet it was &
yevolution : but the Irish National
Lesgwe of 1893 and the present
Unite®Irish Lesgue sowght squavely
and plainly an equitable partnership.

For over thirty-five years Irish
members have been elecled and xe-
ceived their mandates from their

several constitusncies upon that
basis, and from thousands of publio
plattorms throughout Great Britain,
from the days of Parnell and Davitt
to those cf Redmond, Dillon, and
Devlin, and at hundreds of debates
in the House of Commons, Irish mem-
bers, in pursuance of the mandates
given them by Ireland, have con-
veyed to the British publio and the
British Commons the most explicit
assurances that the passsge of an
acceptable measure of Home Rule
would settle old scores axd old sores,
and that “‘a dead past should be per-
mitted to bury ite dead.”

Finally, when the Home Rule Bill
that has now become the law of the
land was introduced into Parliament,
in 1012, the Irish people, through
their duly elected representatives, in
a great convention held in Dublin,
not only unanimously, but without a
single discordant note, approved and
accepted it ae "' an honest and gener-
ous attempt to settle the long and
disastrous quarrel between the British
and Irish nations,” and declared its
“ aolemn conviction that the passage
of this bill into law will biud the
people of Ireland to the people of
Great Britain by a union inflnitely
closer than $hat which now exists,
and by so doing add immeasurably
to the strength of the empire.”

In view of those assurances, author-
ized by the Irish people up to the
hilt and accepted and acted upon by
the British democracy, what would
have been the position betore the
world and in history of the Irish
nation had her national leaders taken
any other course than the one they
took ? Why, it would be a8 infamous
as that of Germany in relation to the
Belgian international treaty.

MEXICO

CARDINAL GIBBONS POINTS OUT
FUTILITY OF RECOGNIZING
ANY FACTIONAL LEADER

Recognition by the United States
of any of the present military leaders
especially Carranze, gives no pros-
pects of peace in Mexico, according
to Cardinal Gibbons, who again is
much distracted by the situation in
the turbulent republic.

He told of the situation recently in
connection with a conference that
took placeat his home, when Thomas
Mulry, a banker of New York, and
others met him to discuss ways and
means of providing funds to aid these
in distress in Mexico. He has re-
ceived from two members of the
hierarchy of the Catholic Church
in Mexico a letter which
contains an appeal for immedi
ate help and tellu of sacrifices being
made and hunger being endured by
the nuns in Mexlcan cities.

SAYS HUERTA SHOULD HAVE TRIAL

The Cardinal called attention to
the fact that the United States has
locked wp former President Huerta of
Mexico without giving him a trial,
and sald he considered this an in-
justice, He expressed the opinion
that Huerta should be arraigned at
once and his case settled in open
court, so that he could come to the
aid of his country if he saw fit.

* Huerta has been forgotten,” said
the Cardinal, ‘‘but it does not seem
to me 80 be just that he should be de-
niod a fair trial and released if the
facts determine his innocence. Itis
proposed to recognize Casranza, but
I do not think this or the recognition
of any of the other military leaders
would bring the peace that we pray
for every day.”

He added that he would like to see
gome definite action taken to solve
the difficult problems that now face
the stoymy republic and that “some-
one should go down thexe and de-
mand that conditions be improved
and gee that they are improved after
the demands are made.”

DIFFERENT TREATMENT FOR PROTEST-
ANT MISSIONARIES

He pointed aleo to the fact that the
murder or evem the molestation of a
misgionmy in Armenia, a8 recorded
in the newspapers a few wesks ago,
aroused the nation.

“ T,ot & missionary be threatened,
and the United States will send a
gun-boat to see that American lives
are protected,” he eaid. “Yet there
are many lives being snuffed out in
Mexico and we take no action.”

Stories of persecution and suffer-
ing among the clergy and nuns of
Mexico and among the Americans
resident there have caumsed the Car-
dinal deep griel and he shows it
wheneves the Mexican situation is
disoussed, but is sl hopetul that
some solution may be found to
ameliorate conditions.

The towching letter he received
from the Mexican Archbishop and
Bishop who have taken refuge in
Chicago is characteristic. The con-
struction shows that the letter was
first written in Spanish and then
translated, and just as it was written
it ie a8 follows :

In
the vast throngs gearcely & man is
noted, and in many not any man can
be found eave the aged priest who is
too infirm to go %o the front to
minigter to the wounded and the
dead. As the erowd comes out look
them over. The women are stony-
taced with suffering, and to their
skirts olizg little children that look
half starved and on whose faces not
a emile can he found.

“In the fields of Austria I will
show you shrines srected for the use
of the women who are ploughing in
the flelds. The mother holds the
bandles cf the plow, while her young
son handlee the reins over the horse.
They are f{rying to raise enough
grain to keep the family from etarv-
ing while the tather is fighting the
battle of whose caute he is ignorant.
The woman plows an hour or two,
and when exhausted she rests at the
shrine and sends up her prayers for
the satety of those who will probably
never come back.

“In Belgium I will show you the
woman in the fields, plodding on be-
hind hex plow, while shella from
German guns shriek overhead. She
must work or starve, If death comes
trom a German shell, she will be but
another of the women of Belgium

who have died in this war by vio-
lence.

“On the battleflelds of Europe I
will show you the prieste and the
nurses ministering to the wounded,
burying the dead with their own
hands and making every sacrifice
known to humaaity to alleviate the
sufferings of the people.

“In the pasks I will show you men
with thelr eyes shot out, their armse
off, thelx legs miesing—not & few
of them, but by the thousands—it is
pitifual. And I say to you that the
world owes a great debt of gratitude
to the Catholic Church for what it is
doing over there.”
