What should hinder your chil-
dren from taking the same course that so many fall
into, if they are not kept from temptation, and taught
what is right while they are young 2 Most poor
ereatures that die for their crimes, say, that they be-
gan to be rained by not keeping the Sabbath.  And
how can your children be hindered from this sin, but
by being sent to a Sihhath School, and by attending
public waorship 2 Whether they are able or not w
work at any thing the rest of the week, you cannot,
and ouzht not, to make them work on the Lord’s day.
I'he ftourth commandment says, * Remember the
Sabbath-day to keep it-holy @ in it thou shalt not do
any work : thou, nor thy son, nor thy daughter.”
1€ you caunot teach your children at home your-
selves, the only way hikely to keep them from wick-
ed courses, is to send themn to a Sabbath School.
Doing this, is likely not only to keep them from
harm, but also to do them great sood.  If they mind
what they are taught in the Bible, they will behave
wall to you, und to every body.  Those who are so
kind as< to instruct them, will take notice of them,
and will be glad to employ them as they grow up, or
recommemsd them to persons who can provide better
tor them. Many poor children have come to be com-
fortable in their circumstances, nnd greatly respected, |
by getting learning, wixd bebaving well; and yours are
as likely to do so a<others.  So, they will not only

become more dutiful and useful to you while they
aro chilidren, but when they become men and women,
and you are old and feeble, they will be ¢lad to sup-
port and comfort you under your infirmities,

It|
pleased God to teseh them, and by therr means to
teach us, that there is another life after this; and
that they who know and love God in this world nilll
%o to heaven ; while they who will not learn and do:
his will, inust go to hell. You and your children will |
be surc to go to one orthe other of these places when |
you die, and will there he happy or miserable for
ever. Now, how shocking withit be, if you and they
sliould be together in hell, and they should tell vou!
** this is because you did not teach us hetter, nor let
others teach uz, who wished to doso ! Ryt how!
happy svould it be for you to see your children in
heaven, and hear then blessing God tor haying given !
them parents who taught them to love and serve
bhim !

Aro you not ready to weep at these thoughts ?

** Yes,” perhaps you say, * but what good can that
do ? [am not fit to goto heaven, nor my children
neither.  Young as they are, they have already
learned much evil ; and they are so perverse, that |
have no hope they will get better.”  ‘I'oo many per-
sons have reason to muke this complaint, and too
few are aware of it. If this be your case, it is bad
indeed ; but the Bible teaches us the only way to es-
cape the wrath to come. It tells us that Jesus Christ
came to save sinners, that he died for them, and all
that believe on him shall have everlasting life. Hence !
itis that St. Eﬂul wrote to young ‘Lunothy, * From a
child thou Dast known the Holy Seriptures, which
are able to rthake thee wise unto salvation.” Neither
you nor your children can be saved while you neg-
lect the Scriptures. If you read them you  will sce
this to be true; and you will see that Cod gives his
Holy Spirit to them that ask him.

At any of you cannot read, you are much to be
pitied ; but you may hear the Scriptures expluined
uod preached, and it' vou do not, vou wil! perish
withuut excuse.. Bus what a happy thiog it is, that

the Lord provides means for your children to leary
better ! ‘The Lord Jesus Christ'said, when he wan
upon the earth, ‘* Suffer littla children to come untg

‘me, and forbid them not.” How guilty must_those

parents be who will not suffer their children to come
to Christ ; and can they come to Christ if they do
not learn the Seriptures, which teach us who he is,
what he has done and suffered for us, und how we
may be saved ?

It your children wish to learn these things, would
it not be unkind to hinder them ? Bot you cannot ex-
pect them to know what is good for themselves, if
yon do not tell thein. “They are likely to love pla
more than learniug ; but it you let them have their
own way in every thing, vou will be sure to ruia
them, and to make them torments to yourselves.
Whereas, if you take ecare always to send them to
a Sabbath Svhonl it the proper hours, they will
soon get the habit of going, and of obeying you in
other things. Bless God that he has inclined any
body to teach them ; send them early and constantly
to learn ; and take care to do and say nothing that
would hinder the blessed eftfects of it for this life, and
that which is to come. May the grace of our Lord
Jesus Christ be with you ! ’
