There bas been a small 1mcreass to the num-
ber of Native Members in the Bangalore Cana-
rese-Station. They are all believed to be living
in the fedr of God ; and their outward walk and
conversation during the year have been consis-
ternt and exemplary.

The Missionaries in the Distriet are bestowing
much time and labour on the Revision of the
Translation of the Holy Bcriptures in the Cana-
rese language, in which they are co-operating
with Missionaries of other denominations.
__The AvseratiaN and PoLyxEsiaN Missions
came next in order. The local Reports from the
Stationsin Australia communicate agreat amount
of encouraging information. It has been found
necegsary to enlarge the York-street Chapel, in
the Sydney North Cireuit, by the erection of a

allery. The Chapel now contains sittings for
Twelve Hundred persons. The cause at Surrey-
Iills bas increased so considerably in importance
that it is deemed desirable to constitute a sepa-
rate Circuit. A large place of worship is requi-
site to provide for the rapidly increasin popu-
lation.....The general aspect of the wori n the
Melbourne Circuit, in the colony of Austrelia
Fel:z, or Victoria, is reported as “ very encou-
raging.”.....The Society’s Missions in South Aus-
tralia is rapidly rising in importanne, and
extending its beneficial influsmce throughout the
Colony.....In Western Australia, the Mission
cmbraces as large a sphere as could well be oc-
cupied by a sinale ilissionary
‘l'own and New-Norfolk Circuits,in Van Dicimen’s
Land, are in a prosperous state.

The Review of the operations of the Society’s
Mission, in New Zealand, during the past year,
aflords much gratification.

In every departinent of tha work there is
much activity and progresy., The Mlissionaries
have been greatly cheered by the arrival of Mr.,
and Mrs. Fletcher to take charge of the Estab-
lishment for the cdueation of their children ; and
Mr. and Mrs. Reid have made a very enconrag-
ing commencement of their duties at the Native
Training Institution, and the Central School.
The influence of Christianity is more decidedly
| mauifested among the pcopfc generally within
the intluence of the Mission, in the gradual en-
lightenment of their minds, and the elevation of
their character ; and, as a consequence, a grow-
ing improvement is taking placa ™ their tem-
poral condition. Nor fo t ; of the
state of the work depend exclusively upon Mis-
sionary evidence. They are amply supported
by the independent testimonies of others, who,
from their position have the means of examining
the subject for themsclves, and: are placed in
circumstances which shield them from the suspi-
cion of allowing their judgment to be warped
by any wndue bias or partiality. One of those
independent testimonies in favour of the great
Missionary work in New Zealand. in which it is
the honour and privilege of this Society to take
a leading part, the Committee are happy to ad-
duce.

The Mission-work in the important District of
Feejee has suffered serious interruptions from
the diminution which has taken place.in the
number of faithful labourers, male and female,
chiefly by the visitations of disease and death.
The Committee have made arrangements for
supplying, in part, the vacancies which have
thus been created, by directing that three new
Missionaries should be sent, as seon as possible,
from Australia to Feejee ; but considerable time
must necessarily elapse before they can acquire
the language, and thus be able to enter upon
the work in full efficiency. The brethren who
have been left in the District, under the accu-
mulated burden of cares and labours, which will
continue to press upon them until they obtain
adequate help, especially nced all the aid which
can be afforded by the sympathy and meerl of
the friends of the Society. The official Reports
from the District contain much information,
which is thus partly of a painful character, but
on the whole, warranting the wost cheering an-
ticipations as to the ultimate triumph of Christi-
anity throughout dark and cannibal Feejce.

The inhabitants of the town in which the Mis-
sionaries reside in the Nandy Circuit, and those
of another town about three miles distant, are
all Christians.  Like all the other Christian Na-
tives in Feejee, they highly prize such portions
of the lloly Scriptures as they possess. * One
of the young men,” write the Missionaries, * to
whom we gave a copy of the New Testament,

ressed the ble treasure to his heart, and
iterally danced for joy.”

A letter recently received from the Rev. Jas.
Calvert, of Vewa, furnishes a most remarkable
instance of Christian heroism displayed by two
Missionaries” wives,—one of whom was his own
wile, aud the other, the wife of his colleague,
Mr. Lyth—in an attempt to save some Native
females from destruction at a Caunibal Feast.
Visitors had arrived at Bau, and, according to
the native custom, human beings must Le pro-
cured for their entertainment. A war-party was
accordingly sent out, under the sanction of the
P’riest, and returned with a number of females
whom they bad capturcd. Mr. Lambert says,—

“ Before their arrival, the report of their suc-
cess had reached Bau. All was glee and triumph.
‘ Food is procured! A great thing has been ac-
complished” The canoes were awaited with
anxious anticipation. In the meantime, the re-
port reached Vewa also. Mrs. Lyth and Mrs.
Calvert were all alone. ¢ Fourteen women are
to arrive at Bau to-morrow, who are to be killed
and cooked for the Butone people’ IFenale
sympathy aud female courage were excited and
raised to the uttermost. They resolved to go!
A canoe was procured. ‘I'rembling from head
to foot, they were poled along to the bloody city.
As they went, canoes with streamers were seen
approaching, muskets were fired in triumph,
the shricks of some murdered, as they were
brouglit ashore, were heard! ¢ Alas! we're too
late ™ However, they urged their way. On
the beach they were met by a Christian Bau
Chict. who dared boldly to join our wives, and
urged them onwards. ¢ Make haste. Some are
dead; but some are alive’ With a whale's
toth in cach hand, they approached his canni-
bal Majesty, Tanoa, and besought him to sparc
the lives ot the women, Lhe unfeeling heart,
one would think, telt then; but that dark mind,
it is to be feared, will continue arossly dark, and
be cast into outer darkness. However, he issged
his orders: * Those who are dead are d-ad, but
those who are still alive shal! tive only.” With
haste, @ messenzer went to Nga Vinde. the chief
ol the fisticrmen, and speedily returned to re-
port that five were still alive.” Our wives, how.
ever, could not hastily return.  ‘They went to
the house of the murderer. There ‘he sat in
state, in full dre<s, with an admirably dressed
head ot hair, but manifestly now ashamed of
what no one dared formerly to reprove him for.
Our wives reproved him and exhorted him. He
vaiuly excused, and expressed his love to the
Totu. Many of the chicf and other women
Licssed our wives for their efforts, even
the general rejoicings of Bau,
festival day.”

At Faku's great place, (in the Runt
Circuit) a public religious service is now beld
every fortnight,underencouragingcircnmm
One of the brothers of Faku died some tx
since, as it is believed, “in the Lord.” Hobad
become a resident near the Station, and invited
the Missionaries to make his villaze one of their
regular Preaching-places. He became muck
afllicted; amd in his affliction called u God.
He often sent for the Missionary ansmﬂuin
Preachers to converse with him about “ that
Saviour who died for Sinners.” For three days,
the princi{:al men of his tribe endeavoured 1o
persuade him to send for the ¢ Witch- Doctor,”
to ascertain the cause of his illness, with the
view of having thase murdered on whom the
charge of bewitching him should be fixed ;  bat
no argument could induce him to consent ;* and
a little before he died, he charoed his sons 1o
take care that no man should Ve killed on his
account: “ For,” he said, “ [ am a man of the
word of God.”

The Mission in the Bechuana Distriet bas
been exposed to severe trials.  Discontent has
arisen between the Native tribes and the Colo-
nial Government, and in the Eastern part war

s prevailed ameng the Natives.

ba Unchu, the Missionaries thankfully re-
port, partly in conzequence of its distance from
the scene of hostilitics, and partly from the pe-
cific disposition of the Chicf, has beer. preserved
in peace. The Members of Society at that
Station bave maintained their integrity amidst
the temptations to which they were exposed.
Regular in their attendance upon the Ordinan-
ces of Religion, and assiduously cndeavourieg
to improve in experimental and practical godii-
ness, “ many of our Native Christians might be
qoiuted out as patterns worthy of imitation.”

‘he meckness with which they reccive admoni
tion or reproof is particularly mentioned, as a
striking feature in their claracter.  In the
course of the vear, accessions have been made
to the Church.  Some have been received by
baptism, after sfiitable preparation, and a few of
the number hLave experienced the cfficacy of
converting grace.
