Roberts was now able to focus his 
army, formed from the troops which 
were now arriving in Africa, at De 
Aar Junction, and then he could make 
his way into the Orange Free State 
where the land was a level plain. He 
would get away from the Modder, 
Orange and Tugela rivers and striking 
at the heart and vitals of the enemy, 
take Bloemfontien. Then on he would 
would march to Pretoria, which would 
be taken, but not without the cost of 
many men and much money.
