Madison Square Garden, New York. 
Aug. 11.—Bob Fitzsimmons, of Australia, 
but now an American citizen, met Gus 
Ruhlin, the Akron giant, last night before 
the Twentieth Century Club at Madison 
Square Garden, and won by knocking the 
Ohioan down and out in the sixth round 
Fitzsimmons did the trick clearly and clever­
ly. It was a fierce and bloody battle while 
it lasted, and at times it looked as if Ruhlin 
would get the better of the older man, Lut 
Fitz at the proper time would cut loose with 
his fearful body blows, which finally snuffed 
out the Ohio boxer’s light. The betting all 
along favored Fitzsimmons, many wagers at 
the rate of 100 to 80 on Lanky Bob being 
made. Last night, however, at the ring- 
side there was a flush of Ruelin money, 
which forced 'the odds to take a turn in 
Ruhlin’s fever at the rate of 100 to 90 
Thia did not last long, however, and by the 
time the men put up their hands for the 
opening round, they were equal favorites, 
even money being the rule. Fitzsimmons 
conceded about 32 pounds to Ruhlin, and 
thia in itself was a aerioua handicap.

Grand Master Lewis Takes the 

Chair at Grand Lodge.

London, August 10.— Barron Russell 
of Killowen, Lord Chief Justice of 
England, died as the result, of an op- 
eration by Dr. Treves. Baron Russell, 
who had been ill for about a fortnight, 
suffered from gagtrio catarrh. The 
fact of his illness, was not generally 
known until it was announced that at 
a consultation held between Drs. 
Sir William Henry Broadbent, Freder­
ick Treves, Stephen Mackenzie and 
Samuel Herbert Habershon, it was de­
cided that an operation was impera­
tively necessary. It was afterwards 
said that the patient had stood the 
operation well, and that his strength 
was maintained. However, Lord Rus- 
sell took a turn for the worse, soon 
became unconscious and passed away

The report of the finance committee 
showed a balance at close of year of 
$732.82, or $487.06 more than at close 
of last year. It was decided to contin­
ue the publication of the Independent 
Oddfellow as the official organ.

The financial standing of the associa­
tion is much more satisfactory than 
last year, showing a prosperous and 
steady growth in the reserve fund, 
which is now $200,000, liesides leaving 
in other funds the amount of $13,- 
244.19. The death rate has fallen from 
6.28 per cent, in 1895 to 6 per cent, 
in 1900. During the year death claims 
to the amount of $89,500 have been paid 
in relieving the widows and orphans 
of deceased members, $64,000 being 
paid in Ontarap alone. The member- 
ship of the association now numbers 
11,931, Ontario leading with 8,757 mem- 
bers; thus over one-third of the mem­
bership of Ontario Oddfellows are 
members of the relief association. The 
Grand Lodge of British Columbia has 
given its consent and approval to the 
association to do business in that pro-1 
vince, so that its field of operations 
now extends from ocean to ocean. .

The ‘special committee on the ( dd-I 
fellows' home, presented by Past 
Grand Sire Dr. CL T. Campbell, of Lon- 
don, was received enthusiastically.
