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FARM AND HOUSEHOLD.

—Chicago makes 150,000 lbs. of 
bntterine every day.

—A total of 11,168 cattle wore 
exported from the United States to 
England in the month of March.

—The Ontario Legislature has 
appropriated $25,000 to the purchase 
of live stock for the Experimental 
Farm at Guelph.

—From 1866 to 1883 inclusive, 
4,90*7,976 head of cattle have bfou 
driven from Texas to the various 
Slates and Territories.

—The average produce of a well 
kept garden is worth $500 per acre. 
Ifyeu want to make money aim at 
this standard on your farm.

—If you have good milch cows, 
by no means part with their hêifer 
calves. It is cheaper and less risky 
to raise good milkers than to pur­
chase them.

—No less than 6,500 cattle were 
lately shipped into Montana, in two 
days, over the Northern Pacific Rail­
road, from the stock farms of Mis­
souri, Iowa and Southern Minnesota.

—At the sale of Lord Falmouth's 
race horses at London, England, 
April 28th, the three-year-old bay 
colt Harvester, was knocked down 
at $43,000, and Busybody, the same 
age, brought $44,000.

—The sale of trotting stock at 
Woodlawn, near Cincinnati, Ohio, 
which took place May 1, belonging 
to the estate of Horace Burgher, 
was very successful. Twenty-two 
head brought $26,015 ; average 
$1,182.60.

—“Mud fever ” is a disease 
among horses in Winnipeg. It is 
so called, as the local press explains, 
because it is contracted from the 
fatigue aad hardships incident to 
travelling in the almost impassable 
thoroughfares of the city.

—Millers at Portage la Prairie 
have been burning large quantities 
of bran. They are now endeavor­
ing to obtain a low rate from the 
Canadian Pacific Qailwny to enable 
them to ship it to the east. The 
present rate is 30 cents to 100 
pounds.

—The Calgary Herald says that 
the March and April calves on the 
ranches have nearly all been saved, 
and are now lively and hearty. The 
cows are in good condition ; the 
winter losses have been very slight, 
and everything indicates a prosper­
ous year for the ranchmen.

—Last March, Great Britain im­
ported from Denmark butter valued 
at £202,939, from Germany £108,378, 
from Holland £429,781, from France 
£229,268, from the United States 
£34,745. However, in cheese we 
famished £77,267 worth, and all 
other countries £70,104.

—No kind of manure is so liable 
to injury from fire fanging, as it is 
called, as horse manure. Where 
horses are stabled and their excre­
ment thrown out in heaps, it rapidly 
heats and much of its most valuable 
proportions are lost. After very 
slight heating it should be drawn and 
spread on the land.

—There are in Australia in round 
numbers 90,000,000 of sheep, divided 
among the seven colonies about as 
follows: New South Wales, 35,500,- 
000 ; Victoria, 13,000,000 ; West 
Australia, 4,000,000 ; South Austra­
lia, 8,000,000 ; Queensland, 13,500,- 
000 ; Tasmania. 2,000.000 ; New 
Zealand, 13,000,000 ; total, 80,000,- 
000.

—A writer in the Medical Times 
and Gazette recommends the use of 
hot milk as a restorative. Milk 
when heated above 100 ° F. loses 
its sweetness and density, but has a 
most beneficial influence over mind 
and body when exhausted by labor 
or mental strain. Its effects are 
moro invigorating and enduring than 
those of alcoholic stimulante.

—One of our English contempor­
aries, in reply to an inquirer, re­
commends a sirup made of the fol­
lowing ingredients for colds and 
coughs : Take 18 ounces of perfectly 
sound onions, after removing rind 
make several incisions, but not too 
deep. Boil together with 13£ ounces 
of moist sugar and 2f ounces of 
honey in 35 ounces of water, for 
three quarters of an hour; strain, 
and fill into battles for use- Give 
one tableepoonful of this mixture 
(slightly warmed) immediately on 
an attack, and then, according to 
requirement, five to eight half table- 
spoonfuls daily. It is said that 
this recipe was that used by the 
Zulu Caffres when visiting Europe 
some two years since, and who 
suffered much from the climate, but 
invariably recovered upon its use.

—A recent combination sale of 
Jersey cattle at New York ninety 
animals were sold for $70,000. The 
number of Imported cattle sold was 
not large, those born on this con­
tinent exciting the keenest^pompeti- 
tion. The cattle from iu„ farm of 
MrJYalanceyE. Fuller, of Hamilton, 
0,4b *ere e8P°ciallY ^vored and 
bi Jbt high prices.

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CARLETON COUNTY FARMERS.

Woodstock a Live Town—The Farms
of Messrs. Smith, Slipp Orosvenor
Bull, Brown, McBride, Shaw, Pea­
body, Ac.—Advanced Fanning that
Pays.

A correspondent, of our valuable 
contemporary, the Maine Farmer, 
writes :—

Carleton County is one of the fin­
est farming counties in N. B. It 
would be difficult to find a better 
section of country—better farms, 
stock and machinery. It would be 
difficult to find a more thriving town 
for its size than Woodstock. For 
push and enterprise it resembles our 
smart, enterprising Yankee towns. 
It has suffered severely by fires, but 
to day looks brighter and better 
than ever. Woodstock is situated 
on the west side of the St. John 
river. The parish contains about 
5.000 inhabitants. The village of 
Woodstock, which is called in N. B. 
an incorporated town, contains about 
2,500 inhabitants. It has all the 
machinery of a city ; has its mayor 
and council men. It has 7 churches 
and 7 ministers, 11 lawyers and 4 
doctors, 7 hotels, 60 stores besides
4 drug stores. 4 meat shops, 4 shoe 
maker shops, 4 harness shops, 4 car­
riage shops, 5 blacksmith shops, 2 
foundries, 2 marble shops, 3 furni­
ture shops, 1 sash and blind factory, 
1 wooden ware works eg company, 1 
large steam tannery, 1 grist mill, 1 
carding mill, 3 steam mills, 2 water 
power saw mills, 2 banks, and excel­
lent school buildings, two weekly 
newspapers, the Press and Sentinel, 
Dominion building for post office, 
built of brick, nearly completed.

Water is brought into the town 
from the St. John river, pumped 
from the river above the village, 
forced through six miles of pipes 
by steam engines. The engine 
house, a magnificent building built 
of brick, is about 30x50 feet. There 
are three engines, two compound 
engines and one single engine, all 
equal to 250 horse power ; two to 
be used in case of fire. The pipes 
will stand 200 lbs. of pressure. Only 
one is used at present, running on 
80 or 90 lbs. of steam, and using 
loss than a cord of wood per day. 
Two thousand gallons of water per 
minute can be pumped when all 
three are running. Hydrants are 
placed a few rods apart on all of the 
streets ; a stream can be thrown 
over the highest church spire in 
town. A telephone is connected 
with the water works and engine 
house, which isunder the Town Hall, 
where two steam fire engines are 
kept, one in constant readiness in 
case of five. By the first of Septem­
ber next, water will be brought into 
about every house in town, at a cost 
of $55,000.

The people of northern New 
Brunswick are dependent chiefly 
upon the American market for the 
sale of their produce and stock. 
Many fine horses, sheep and lambs 
find their way to that market, and 
fruit also. Mr. F. P. Sharp has a 
fine nursery situated here. He not 
only sells thousands of apple and 
plum trees, but large quantities of 
apples and plums. Last year be 
sold one thousand bushels ©f 
Moore’s Arctic plums for $4,000. 
Recently he shipped one carload of 
the Arctic plum trees to New York ; 
the carload sold for $2,250 at whole­
sale prices Large quantities ©f hay 
are shipped to Boston. Mr. G. R. 
Ketcbum has sent since last fall 
3,221 tons of pressed hay to Boston. 
He bought it for $6 per ten, and 
sold it for $16 per ton.

Mr. Chas. L. Smith, of Woodstock, 
has a farm of 400 acres, 150 cleared, 
cuts 160 tons of hay, raised last 
year 1,000 bushels of grain, 500 
bushels potatoes, 100 bble. apples 
off of two acres, keeps 41 milch cows, 
10 horse kind and among them 4 or
5 Knox colts, 40 Cotswold sheep, 
Cotswold buck imported from Eng­
land ; when he was two years old bis 
fleece weighed 17 lbs. Buck with 
fleece weighed 257 lbs. took second 
prize at Dom. Exhibition, at St.John. 
Mr. Smith sells on an average 360 
lbs. of milk per day at 3 cents per 
pound. He has a fine maple orchard 
of 2,000 trees on a side hill, the sap 
brought into the boiler through 
spouts. One year be made 225 
gallons from 700 trees.

Stephen Peabody, of Woodstock, 
has a very handsome flock of sheep, 
Cotswold, 25 ewes from which ho 
sheared 200 lbs. of wool. Some of 
the yearling ewes sheared 11 pounds 
each. The buck was imported from 
England. The lambs are very fine, 
largo ones.

L. G. Slipp, of Woodstock, has a 
farm of 650 acres, 250 cleared, cuts 
from 100 to 150 tons of hay, raised 
last year 800 bushels of oats, 300 
bushels buckwheat, 200 bushels corn, 
500 bushels potatoes, 600 or 600 
bushels of turnips. Keeps 56 head 
of horned cattle, part of them grade 
Durham. He wintered 45 sheep, 
Cotswold buck imported from Scot­
land and paid $100 for him, weighed 
250 lbs. when a year and a half old, 
took first premium at Woodstock 
Cattle Show in 1881-2, sheared 17 
pounds when two years old, is broad 
chested, square built—built more 
lik/a a horse than a sheep. He keeps 
7 horse kind, and 8 Yorkshire hogs. 
Mr. Slipp makes a speciality of 
raising fat cattle, had 12 head of 
very fat cattle on hand whea I was 
there.
- C. E. Grosvenor, of Canterbmy, 
12 miles below Woodstock, hai^ a 
farm of 200 acres. Mr. Grosvenor
makes a speciality of breeding

___to____  Jerseys. He is the
f oldest° and largest Jersey stock 
! breeder in N. B. He commenced in 
1870, and has a herd of tbroughbred 
Jerseys, registered in the American 
Jersey Cattle Club registry. New 
York." Several of bis cows and bulls 
have taken first prizes at exhibitions 
in Woodstock, Fredericton and St. 
John. Three of his animals sold 
last fall for $300 each, and one re­
fused at $400. One cow, “ Maud 
Melindo,” 6 years old, made 10 lbs. 
of butter in four days. She could 
not be bought for any small money. 
One heifer two years old, took first 
prize at St. John, made 10 lbs. of 
butter in 7 days. She ie the hand­
somest heifer I have ever seen. Mr. 
Grosvenor is making 80 lbs of butter 
per week, which is sent to a first 
class hotel in Boston and has sold 
at the highest price. Mr. G. has 
three very handsome Shetland 
ponies for bis children. Mr. Gros­
venor is also interested in cultivat­
ing plants and flowers. I noticed 
a magnificent bouquet of flower on 
Mrs. Grosvenor’s dining table. After 
dinner Mr. G. invited me to look at 
the plants in the hot house. Ho 
has spared neither pains nor ex­
pense in fitting up this building, 
and he has all the rare plants to he 
found in any hot house. Among the 
rare plants in bud and bloom are 
many of the rare Japan varieties,

Rasem Rubrum,” “ Album Kra- 
mere ” and magnificent specimens 
of “ Lilum Auratum,” “ Excellum,” 
Among the Geraniums, the “ freak 
of nature” was the most conspicu­
ous, all of the stems were white, 
both large and small and the leaves 
were irregularly blotched with white. 
Mr. G. sold $700 worth of cabbage 
plants last year. He is making pre­
parations to build a large bam 
40x150 feet.

Mr. Charles P. Bull, of North 
Hampton, has some nice Shropshire 
and Leicester sheep. During the 
last two years Mr. Bull sold $15 
worth of lambs from one ewe sheep. 
He raised 37 bushels of beans from 
l£ acres. I saw some nice speci­
mens of Waldbvidge, Golden Russet 
and Peabody Greening apples that 
he raised in his orchard, kept well 
nntil last of April.

Robt. Brown, of North Hampton, 
has a farm of 700 or 800 acres, 200 
acres cleared, cuts 70 tons of bay, 
raised last year 800 bushels of oats, 
128 bushels of wheat, 300 bushels 
of buckwheat, 60 bushels of barley, 
300 bbls. potatoes, 800 bushels of 
turnips, 45 bushels of onions, 15 
bushels of beans, keeps 30 head of 
horned cattle—Durham and grade 
Durham, 7 horse kind, mostly Nor­
man Percheron, 44 sheep, Cotswold, 
and Shropshire, average clip of wool 
per sheep last year 8 lbs., 6 oz., 
year before 8 lbs., 4 oz. Mr. Brown 
excel Is in sheep, has taken first 
premiums in St. John and other 
places on bis Shropshires.

Elisha Slipp, of Jacksonville, bas 
a farm of 200 acres, 175 cleared, 
cuts 90 tons of hay, raised last year 
1,000 bushels of oats from 75 
bushels sowing, 73 bushels of wheat 
from acres, 1,300 bushels of po­
tatoes from 4£ acres, keeps 30 head 
of horned cattle, part thoroughbred 
Durham and part grade Durham, 
6 horse kind, 4 hogs and 11 pigs, 
made last year 5,200 lbs. of pork. 
Mr. Slipp has very neat farm build­
ings, and is a very neat farmer.

James McBride, of Jacksontown, 
has two farms of 600 acres, 200 
cleared, cuts over 100 tens of hay, 
has 6 large frame barns on his two 
farms. He raised last year 2,500 
bushels of oats, 50 bushels of wheat, 
156 bushels buckwheat, keeps 25 
horned cattle, 25 or 30 sheep, 8 
horse kind, has a fine orchard of 350 
grafted trees, makes a specialty, of 
raising hay and grain.

E. M. Shaw, of Victoria Corner, 
has a farm of 300 acres, 200 cleared, 
J to hay, i to grain and roots, and £ 
to potatoes. Last year he cut 85 
tons of hay, raised 1,000 bushels of 
grain, 500 bushels of .potatoes, 50 
bushels of wheat, 25 bushels of 
beans, keeps 25 head of Cattle, .17 
of which are pure Durham or Short­
horns of the Treswater or Princess 
and Oxford stock, keeps a few sheep, 
Cotswold and South Down, and 
Yorkshire swine, bronzed turkeys* 
Plymouth Rock chicks. He has 7 
horse kind ; “Concentration” stands 
at the head, a very fine horse, 16 
hands high, color black, got by 
Constellation, by Almont. Dam by 
a son of Mambrino Chief. H<£ is 
three times inbred to the Pilot 
family. Mr. Shaw has some very 
fine colts, one a two-year-old bids 
fair to be a trotter. Mr. Shaw built 
a pig-pen or building, last year, 
25x35. He is building a large barb 
now 50x80, basement below, or 
bank barn, 26 feet post.

—A thoroughbred Kentucky heifer 
named Lillie Dale ate a leaf of tobacco 
and then lay down and gasped away $700 
worth of blooded stock into the invisible 
beyond. By and-by fine bred cattle will 
learn to leave the food of godlike man 
alone. Next thing you know the race 
horse will get to drinking whiskey with 
the jockeys, and a nice set of brutes we 
will have.
