Mid-
dle-aged persons can perhaps re-
call that in the school-readers of
their boyhood there used to ap-
pear poems that. lent themselves
to elocutionary purposes on the
days when selected pupils had “to
spedak a piece.”*Among these pop-
ular poems were “ Eugene Aram’s
Dream,” * The Song of the Shirt,”
and “ The Bridge of Sighs,” ‘with
its unforgettable quatrain :

Take her up tenderly,
Lift her with care ;

Fashioned so slenderly,
Young and so fair.

But in those days youthful
ambition was satisfied with the
successful “memorizing” of the
poets lines, and was not ab all
concerned with the poet’s per-
sonality. Whether the author oi
that guatrain also wrote.

The boy stood on the burning

Whence all but he -had fled;

and whether the said author’s
name was Thomas Hood or Mrs
Hemans was immaterial to the
reciter of the lines; getting them
by heart was the main thing.
Literary fame is evanescent, at
least for ninety-nine per cent, of
those who'ever-achieve: -the dis-
tinction of becoming  famous at
all. ~Hood died less than three-
quarterd, of a century - ago, in

Land OF Tragedy

Alsace-Lorraine since the ear-
liest times has been - a land of
romance and tragedy. Roughly,
it comprises the stretch .of terri-
tory running from the Low Coun-
tries southeast along the west
bank of the' Rhine to the border
of Switzerland.

At the beginning of jthe Chris-
tian era the territory of -Alsace
formed part of the Roman Em-
pire, to which it had been added
by conquest from the German
and Gallic tribes. It was divided
between the provinces of Ger-
mania Superior and Maxima Se-
quanorum. For nearly 500
years it remained subject to
Rome, and on the overthrow of
the Roman Empire it passed to
the Dominion of - the
Franks.

Under the rule of the Merovin
glan kings Alsace constituted a
duchy of the Kingdom of Aus
tria. Thence it passed into the
empire of Charlemagne. Upon
his death Alsace, like the rest of
the empire, was  divided into
countships. The duchy was re-
constituted, ‘however, after the

German

passing under-the hereditary rule
of the house of Hohenstaufen and
later that of Haspburg.

.Thus, from thé dissolution of
|the -Roman Empire, for over
1,000 years, Alsace was - German
land.” In fact, it is not until 1648
that France first appears upon
the fscene in ~Alsace. In that
year, at the close of thirty years
war, France appropriated, - by no
right except - that of conquest, a
portion of Alsace fell a prey to
the aggressions of Louis XIV. In
1681, French troops seized the
free city of Strassburg. By the
treaty of Ryswick in 1697, most
of the remaining territory of
Alsace comprising the district
around Mulhausen, which had
been a republic allied to Switzer-
laud, was taken by the French
in the conquests, after  the re-
volution of-1789. - il
Lorraine also his had a check+
ered career.

century it formed a part of the
empire of Charlemagne, and on
his death became the inheritance
of his son, Lothair, whence the
modern name of Lorraine.

Like Alsace, during the Middle
Ages it suffered many vicissitud-
es, being tossed about like a foot-
ball from one princelet to another.
Its soil was constantly watered
with the blood of the battling
factions.

The title of France to Lorraine
is of even more recent origin than
its claim to Alsace. ‘Although
frequently invaded by the French,
Lorraine had never been a part
of France. In 1829,
Duke of Lorraine. became be-
trothed to the young Maria
Theresa * of Austria, later the
great empress.  France, alarmed
by this -alliance of Lorraine with
Austria, forcea the Duke to sur-
render to France the duchy of
Lorraine in exchange for that of
Tuscany. This arrangement was
confirmed by ' the treaty of
Vienns, November 18, 1738, but
it was not until Feb¥uary, 1766,
that Lorraine became - definitely
incorporated into the Kingdom of
France,

Thus it happens that L'orraine;,
though not now a part of Aus-
tria, is the ancient patrimony of
its. royal dynasty, the -house of
Hapsburg-Lorraine. Jt is inter-
esting to note that nearly 100
years later, in 1860, FKrance in
return for assistance to Italy
against Austria, demanded and
received Trom Italy the province
of Savoy, the ancestral estate of
the royal house of Italy, which
to this day remains in French
hands.
