Under the araendeu assessment Act 
of 1874, the Assessors are now required 
to commence their wprV of assessing not 
later than the 16 Feby.

Section 30 provides that ’real and 
personal property su all be estimated 
at the actual cash value.”

Section 49 requires that the ‘ Assessor 
on completing his roll shall attach a 
certificat» thtreto verified upon oath, 
that he baa assessed Teal and personal 
property in accordance with Sedtion IK1.

Section 177—‘Ilf any" Assessor acting 
under this Act makes any unjust or, 
fradulent assessment or wilfully and j 
fraudulently ineurte in his roll the name , 
ot any peiaon who should not bj entered, 
or fraudulently omits the nanm of any 
person who should be entered, or wil­
fully omits any duty required of him by 
this Act, ho shall upon conviction there­
of before a court of competent jnnwiio-

injj’inserted in the revised list of votera.

Inserting the above abstract from the 
assessment law may recall to the minds 
of assessors the necessity of making their 
assessments according to law.
