His Honor the Lieutenant Governor
presided at the meeting held last night
in the legislative chamber for the or-
ganization of a provincial historical so-
ciety, which aims to preserve the his-
tory of the early missionaries; explor-
ers, fur traders and settlers, and to se-
cure for its museum interesting relics of
the past

Over sixty persons were in attendance
and an enthusiastic-interest in the scope
of the proposed work was evidenced by
| each speaker. The Governor in a few
introductory remarks expressed his
hearty approval of the society’s aim to
rescue from oblivion, while there is yet
time, the early history of portions of
the West and North. Premier Ruther-
ford in equally hearty terms expressed
his interest in the work of the society.

The scope of the work was briefly ex-
plained by Col. Edwards, Mr.: Round
reading the draft of a constitution pre-
pared b¥ a committee appointed at the
last meeting. This
considered at length and with™ a few
amendments adopted. A committee con-
sisting or John A. McDougall, Col. Ed-
wards, A. S. Rosenroll, M.P.P., and
William Short] was appointed to secure
the incorporation of the society.

Under regulations that may be made
by the Govermor General in council or
Lieutenant Governor in council thé rail-
way may be ‘required for the carriage
of mail, military forces and stores as
exigencies demand. The exc¢lusive use
of the telegraph is reserved for the -gov-
ernment when required.

o Tolls and Bylaws.
| Bylaws relating to the issue of tolls
| shall be aproved by the government be-
‘fore voming into effect, and such tolls
| shall be charged equally to all persons,

Wages of Laborers.

Yearly Returns.

Every railway company operating un-
der a provincial charter shall make an-
nual returns to the government of its
| capital, traffic and working expenses at-

tested by the ocath of the secretary and
président of the company. The returns

shall also be laid before the legislature
within twenty-one days after the open-
| ing in each year. A return of all acci-
dents. and casualties is also required
each year. Making false returns is
| punishable by a fine of $1,000 severally
| for each officer, servant or agent impli-
cated and imprisonment to a term not
| exceeding twelve months.

The estimated cost of the building is.

$250,000. It is to be 79 feet 6 inches
by 129 feet, and will be four stories high,
with basement. The height of the struc-
ture will be 120 feet from the street
grade line.

The foundation will be of concrete and |

4 3-4 feet thick. The external walls will |

be 2 1-2 feet thick up to the third floor,
and two feet thick above.

The front will be of brick with Mani-
toba limestone and marble trimmings.
There will be a mansard roof of copper.
The joists and lath will all be steel and
the floors will be of steel, concrete and
marble. There will be spiral steel stair-
cases,. and an elevator. The ceilings will
be 18 feet, 15 feet, 14 feet and 12 feet,
and the basement 10 feet.
