3,600 People Crowd in and Around Audi-
torium Theatre Where Memorial
Service is Held—Audience Sings en
masse ‘‘Nearer My God to Thee.”

Chicago, May 15—Chicago’s iribute to
King Edward VII. was expressed this
evening by more than 3,500 perscns, am-
ong them the meost prominent in the
cuy, who filled the Auditorium Theatra
to overflowing. An hour before the ser-
vices were to start tHe theatre was
crowded and the strest out~ide was fill-
ed with people who made va‘n attempts
to en'er. Fashionable society women
mingled with the less fortunate, and the
crush around the main entrance required
police rezulation,

After the playing of a funer)] march
and Seraph’s Chant as a prelude the
Rev. Richard -Rowley made the invoca-
tion, yhich was followed by the hymn

TO REGULATE BALLOONING.

Kaiser Starts Movement for
Control of Ascensions.

Berlin, May 15.—Fatal accidents
. nan -ballonists- within -a
fortnight havc’ caused such a painful
impression throughout the country
that an agitation has been started
for strieter control of aeronautics.
The Kaiser has identified himself
with the movement, and has com-
manded a number of experts to make
exhaustive reports to him regarding
the possibilities of preventing such
catastrophes as those which have
recently -occurred.

Ballooning as a pastime has at-
tained enormous vogue in Germany.
The number of ballooning elubs has
increased from twelve in 1908 to
forty-six .in 1909. Their member-
ship rose from 4,500 to 20,000, and
the number of balloons in service in-
creased from 21 to 100. During the
past three months all these figures
have risen still higher,

There is not a week-end that does
not witness a score of ascensions in
various parts of the country, and
with the increase of the gport’s popu-
larity the inclination of ballonists
to incur risks has grown.

If the Kaiser has his way the law
will take ballooning into its hands
to.a greater degree than hitherto,
especially with regard to qualifica-
tions of ballonists and prohibtion of
ascensions when the barometer
gshows any indication of danger
ahead.

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ALLEGED HOLD-UP
MEN ARE ON TRIAL

Nelson Grand Jury Brings in True
Bill Against Varlow and
Babcock.

Fernié, B.C., May 17.—The regular
spring session of the East Kootenay
assizes opened here today, Chief Jus-
tice Gordon Hunter of Victoria pre-
siding. The docket is a small one, on-
ly four criminal and one or two civil
cases being on the list.

At the morning session the grand
jury was called and sworn, His Lord-
ship giving his instructions as to the
matters to be considered by them and
they went to. their room. .There the
charges were considered against Fred
Varlow, ex-policeman, and Nat Bab-
cock, who had been committed for
trial by /Magistrate Alexander on a
charge of complicity in the holdup at
Coal Creek last Febrnary when the sum
of $1100 was taken from an employee
of the Trites Wood Company, as he
was returning to Fernie after receiv-
ing the day’s collections at the Coal
Creek store.

At the afternoon session the grand
jury filed into court presenting a
true bill against the two accused men.
The selection of a jury to &it upon the
case occupied very little time, only
thirty-three men being called from
the large panel which had been drawn
for the term and the twelve trial jury-
men were secured.

Immediately after the reading of the
formal charges and the plea of “not
guilty”” having been entered by the
two prisoners at the bar, W. R. Ross,
K.C., counsel for them, asked for a
dismissal of his clients upon the
ground that they had been committed

to be tried at the firt court of compe-|

tent jurisdiction, contending that a
session of a competent court had tak-
en place and that therefore this court
was without jurisdiction in the case.

{ The protest was noted but over-ruled

and A. MacDonald, K.C., of Van-
couver, urown prosecutor, opened the
case by outlining to the jury the main
points of the case as he proposed toi
place it before them.
