203 WATER STREET. Notice is hereby given that under 
an Act passed during the recent ses­
sion of the Legislature, to amend the 
Stamp Duties Act-of 1914, it is pro­
vided that:—

(1) Cheques upon a bank issued 
by the. authority of a Depart­
ment of the Government, or 
issued by any person or body 
with authority by order of 
His Excellency the Governor 
in Council to issue unstamped 
cheques, and Post Office. Mon­
ey Orders or Postal Orders 
are not required to be stamp­
ed; and such cheques upon a 
bank, Post Office, Money Or­
ders or Postal Orders not 
stamped may be pleaded and 
given in evidence and shall be 
admitted to be good, useful 
and available »in law and in 
equity.

(2) Receipts for any sum of mon­
ey exceeding ten dollars must 
be stamped, tjie duty thereon 
being tw’o cents. ■
