The New Sènatob.—The Globe's 
Ottawa correspondent says:—Mr- 
Benson’s appointment to the vacant 
sen a tor ship gives considerable satis­
faction to the Upper Canada Reform­
ers here—although many of them 
would have preferred that Mr- Bennet 
should have had it. as an old and 
staunch member of the reform party, 
who was much longer a Legislative 
Councillor than Mr. Benson. But 
his time will come doubtless, ere long. 
McDougall and Howland are disgust­
ed at Mr. Benson’s appointment- 
they having promised it to Mr James 
Cowan of Galt, as the reward of his 
treachery to his party at last election.

“A singular example of loss of 
mental life occurred during the bat­
tle of the Nile, when a captain was 
struck in the head while in the act of 
giving orders.

We understand that Mr. Sandford 
Fleming has received instructions to 
make further surveys of some portions 
of une or more of the projected routes 
of the Intercolonial Rail we y, and to 
report to the Government with all pos­
sible despatch. - 

We observe in the British army es­
timates that the Home Government 
has taken up a sum of £16'*,000 ster­
ling for expenditure on Halifax, Ber­
muda, Malta, and Gibraltar, for 1868- 
9, compared with £149,000 for 1867 8.

A very important bill has just passed 
the House at Washinton, which is no less 
than the remission of the 5 per cent, tax­
ation on all articles manufactured in the 
county, with the exceptiion of distilled 
spirits, fermented liquors, oil, gas, certain : 
kinds of wine, and tobacco through all its I 
manufactures. The whiskey tax is to be * 
$2 per gallon, hut stringent regulations 
are to be made to enforce the collection 
of it. The operation of the act will com­
mence at the end of the present month. 
Some thousands of articles will thus be 
relieved from taxation and trade go un­
encumbered.
