Herod, Keating, and Worsfold were quick­
ly in attendance", when it was found the 
half of the scalp was torn off, and the 
skull was extensively fractured. A deep 
wound had also been inflicted at the 
back of the ear, and a portion of the ear 
taken off. The runaway team belonged 
to a German, who was delivering vege­
tables near the West Ward school. The 
horses were frightened by the sudden 
egress of the boys of the West Ward 
school at recess time, and started off, 
with the disastrous results related.

Four Feet Eight and a Half.
The change of gauge is now an accom­

plished fact on tho Grand Trunk. On 
Saturday afternoon a gang of men were 
busy narrowing the sidings at the Guelph 
passenger station. Over the bridge the 
change was effected by moving the longi­
tudinal beam or “sleeper” upon which 
the rail rests, so that the fastenings of 
the rail were not disturbed. In the work 
all along the main line, much'time was 
saved by the previous insertion bf spikes 
in the ties in the places where the inside 
edge of the rail was to come, so when 
moved the rail had only to be pressed 
against these and the outside spikes dri­
ven home. The first train over the new 
gauge was a special car from Stratford 
sent to pick up the men and test the 
road, which passed Gnelph between five 
and six on Saturday evening. The first 
up train was a similar special, which pas­
sed here between 10 and 11 on Sunday 
morning. This morning (Monday) the 
trains commenced to run as usual, com­
mencing with the Berlin mixed train due 
out from here at 7.30 a.m. The new en­
gines ate good and powerful ones. Some 
of the old locomotives have been conver­
ted to the new gauge, and others have 
been broken up or sold.

peler, and Galt. The Hespeler men 
finally won the match by 6 points.

A very successful teachers’ institute 
was conducted in the Berlin Town Hall 
on Friday and Saturday by Dr. Sangster.

“ Here were all the conditions of a bar­

gain between a capitalist in tripling for 
his contract and a Minister intriguing for 
his majority ; and though we dc not dis­
pute the emphatic denial of Sir John 
Macdonald and Mr. Langevin, that the 
bargain was not put into words.it is impos­
sible to view the circumstances without 
grave distrust. It is bad enough when a 
Minister uses money to bay elections ;but 
to say that conduct such as Sir John A. 
Macdonald confesses to is deserving of 
reprobation is to say little. That it is 
the duty of the people of Canada to re­
ject Sir John Macdonald from office if 
they desire to save their country from 
sinking to the lowest level of American 
politics maybe true enough, and it will 
be the business of the honest people of 
theDeminion to take care that none of the 
persons who were concerned in the pro­
ceedings of which Sir George Cartier was 
the agent, shall ever again obtain power 
in Canada.” “ The Minister who takes 
money for the purposes of paity corrup­
tion is unfit to administer the affairs of 

self-respesting community, or to 
continue even formally a member of the 
Sovereign’s Privy tionncil."

The article concludes by saying 
that the offence of which Sir John A. 
Macdonald stands convicted by his 
own admission is a political crime 
for which there is a fitting punish­
ment.
