Albania and Its KingAPRIL 11,OVD AT,

Janina. April 20. -Albania, which has 
now set up a government of, its own was, 
at the beginnig of the Balkan war, a >11- 
layet of Turkey in Europe. Not long 
a£ter the war started, however, finding 
itself harassed on one side by the Bul­
garians, on another by the Greeks and 
on another by the Servians, it appealed 
to the great powers for protection and 
proclaimed a provisional government.

Keamil Bey became president of the 
new government provisionally until the 
Albanians should have complied with the 
decrees of the ambassadors .of the great 
powers resulting from the peace con­
ference in London, -which decree said 
that Albania-should not be partitioned 
among the Balkan States, but that It 
should be ruled over by a prince of some 
royal house of Europe and supervised by 
the powers.

The Duke de Montpensier was ap­
proached several weeks ago on the sub­
ject of becoming Albania’s new ruler, as 
told in the cables, but as the prince is 
wealthy and already socially prominent, 
being related to the royal families of Bul­
garia .Spain and Italy, he was not espe­
cially attracted by the idea of becoming 
king.

The Duke de Montpensier, the new Al­
banian ruler, is 29 years old. only brother 
and heir of the Duke d'Orieans, chief of 
the royalist party of France. In spite 
of the fact that his exile prevents him 
from serving in tjie French navy, the 
people of France are attached to him be­
cause of his exploration services in the 
hinterland of Tonlting and French Cochin 
China and for the bravery he showed in 
the Moroccan campaign when he served 
under the banner of Spain.

His most popular title of Duke de 
Montpensier comes from his mother, who 
was a Spanish Infanta, the daughter of 
the Duke de Montpensier, His father, 
from whom he Inherits his ample fortune, 
was the Compte de Paris. His sister, 
maried the Duke of Aosta, cousin of 
King Victor Emmanuel of Italy.

It Will Be the Banner Year (
This promises to be the banner year in railroad construction in 

Western Canada. First comes the announcement some days ago 
that the Canadian Pacific has appropriated-$60.000,000 for the double 
tracking of the Canadian Pacific line in the West, including the line 
from Calgary to Vancouver. The scheme contemplates the driving 
of\an immense bore through the Canadian Rockies in the neighbor­
hood of Rogers Pass. This bore is estimated to cost all the way from 
$10,000,000 to $16,000,000, and will dwarf all other railroad projects 
of the kind in the wotld. It will be driven through solid rock for the 
most t»rt of sixteen miles, and will necessitate the employment of 
a small army of miners. Several years will be required to complete 
this work.

In addition to the employment of ordinary methods, such as In- 
gersoll air drills, it is not improbable that a new and powerful tun­
nelling machine, the dream of miners for many years, will be tried 
out. The tunnel will be worked from both ends, and also from a cou­
ple of shafts that will be driven somewhere near its centre, where 
the topography of the country will permit of the work being done 
most advantageously. _■ -
