A band of hostiles 
is reported to be in the vicinity of Fig 
Tree, not far from Mangwe, and it is 
believed that this was the band which 
recently cut the telegraph lines. They 
are now encamped a few miles south 
of Fig Tree, and a strong scouting 
party from Mangwe has taken up their 
trall. Since the sortie from Buluwayo, 
the Matabeles in that vicinity seem to 
have been reinforced by one or more 
impis, or regiments, and the native 
scouts can be made out on nearly all 
sides, watching tho British outposts.

Although strict orders have been is­
sued to husband the stock of ammu­
nition to the utmost, "pot shots" are 
occasionally taken at the native scouts, 
and occasionally the latter reply. There 
has been a slight brush between a 
Buluwayo patrol and some insurgents 
at Maven’s Kraal. Two or three na­
tives were killed.

How He Outmaneuvered Chamberlain- 
A Great Coup Anticipated.

Cape Town, April 27.—The announce- 
ment that President Kruger has defi­
nitely declined to accept the invitation 
of Mr. Joseph Chamberlain to visit 
England, was no surprise here, and 
has been discounted in these dis- 
patches. President Kruger, it has been 
frequently stated, never intended to 
go to England, but he saw in the in­
vitation a brilliant opportunity to gain 
time, and he has done so neatly. He 
has cleverly out-maneuvered- Mr.
Chamberlain, who only now is begin­
ning to see the gravity of the South 
African situation. All statements to 
the contrary, as repeatedly asserted, 
the situation has fined itself down to 
preparing for a struggle between 
Great Britain and the Transvaal (the 
latter backed by Germany), for pre­
dominance in South Africa, and, up 
to -the present, the Boers have had the 
best of It by a large majority. While 
Mr. Chamberlain has been dickering 
and twisting. President Kruger has 
gone straight to the front, and is 
openly arming and fortifying for the 
grand struggle to come. The Trans­
vaal troops could be placed in the 
field, to the number of about 60,000, in 
a week or so, although there is yet 
much to be done in the way of prepa- 
ration; but it will take Great Britain 
several months, at least, to reach that 
stage of preparation, and a good deal 
might happen in that time. Mr.

Hope of Rescue.

St. Louis, Mo., April 27.—A special 
from El Paso says: “The Santa Eula- 
lie mines of Chihuahua caved in yes­
terday. Eighty-five men were work­
ing in the mine when it caved in, 
burying alive 67 of the men, all of 
whom were Mexicans. Governor Ahu- 
amada is on the ground with a large 
force of men, working to recover the 
buried.

Thirty-seven men have been recov­
ered—10 dead, 7 dying and 20 fatally 
hurt. At last accounts there were 30 
men still in the mine, with no hope 
of recovering them alive.

believed that the British were re­
treating, and attempted to follow 
them. When they were within 300 
yards of the right wing of the Brit­
ish, fire was opened on them with 
the Maxim guns, and at the same 
time the right flank advanced upon 
them and drove them over the river. 
The same tactics were followed by 
the left flank. The rebels later made 
another attack, but were again re­
pulsed. The British then advanced 
and inflicted heavy loss on the rebels 
in the hills on the opposite side of 
the river. The British, after gaining 
complete possession of the field, re­
tired to Buluwayo. Their loss was 
only three killed and six wounded.

OFF FOR THE CAPE.
Cape Town, April 27.—Dispatches 

received here from London say that 
the Middlesex Regiment and the first 
detachment of Mounted Infantry will 
leave England at once for the Cape, 
in order to relieve the troops there and 
enable the latter to be moved up the 
country. The Mounted Infantry will 
possibly do good service against re­
bellious natives, especially as the corps 
is understood to be composed of 400 
picked men, chosen equally from the 
English, Scotch and Irish regiments 
of infantry; but regular British infan­
try would be of little use against the 
Matabeles. The latter move too quick- 
iy for European foot soldiers to stand 
any chance of out-maneuvering them. 
The roads, considering that some 30,- 
000 Matabeles are believed to he in 
arms, are still tolerably safe, although 
small bodies of insurgent natives, who 
have left the Matoppo Hills, are raid­
ing cattle here and there, and almost 
everywhere killing the women and 
children of the friendly natives who 
are assisting the British, and slaugh- 
tering the “Friendlies" at every op­
portunity. A number of friendly na-

The Moplahs were caught like rats in 
a trap. Valley after volley was sent 
into them by the Rajah’s followers, 
and in a short time a large majority 
were down. The remainder, with cour­
age born of fanaticism, which aston­
ished the onlookers, kept firing off 
guns in the direction of the attacking 
party, but did no damage. The most 
revolting spectacle was to see the 
wounded having their throats cut by 
their comrades who were able to stand.
