Churchill’s public career, now set
forth all too copiously by his son
Winston, is perhaps the best illustra-
tion of the chances which English po-
litical conditions offer to one who is
half-statesman, half-agitator. Of nobie
family, he yet described himself as one
who was ‘“never respectable.” ‘“‘So-
clety,” he hated; the big-wigs of his
own class and party he openly flouted.
He was always quarreling with some-
body, always insubordinate, never
willing, in Mr. Gladstone’s phrase, to
“throw his mind to the commeon
stock.” His rough methods of speech
and fierce campaigning brought on his
head such epithets ag ‘“‘Cheeky Ran-
dy,” “the Champagne Charley of
politics,” “Yahoo Churchill.” His first
resort was to the bludgeon. Even when
he had to support a man or measure,
his plan was, he said, to do it “with
a kick and not with a caress.” A large
part of his Parliamentary fame was
won by his remorseless baiting of
Gladstone. That old lion was too eas-
ily drawn by the yelping of small dogs
and used to spend needless hours in
rending the nagging Churchill. Yet the
latter had at bottom a profound re-
spect for Gladstone. Once when, in the
heat of debate, he used language of
the Liberal leader which the latter in-
dignantly denounced as “foul,” Lord
Randolph apologized with tears. But
the nightly badgering went on. “You
will kill Mr. Gladstone one of these
days,” some one sald to him, “Oh, no,”
he rejoined, “he will survive me, I
often tell my wife what a beautiful
letter he will write her, proposing my
burial in Westminster Abbey.”
